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读后续写要求学生能有效把握文章的写作意图和人物的情感态度，读懂所给材料的故事
情节和行文结构，合理利用读后续写的写作手段，紧紧围绕所给材料的故事主题，遵循所给材料的故事情节和作者的情感态度，对故事的发展和结局进行合理想象和创作。该题型的命题特点如下：

1．选材以故事类记叙文为主，内容有趣，故事线索逻辑性强。

3．读写并重，先读透所给材料才能使续写的内容不偏离主线。

2．所给出的段落开头语与上文联系紧密，指明了续写的方向。

4．续写段落内容的情节不唯一，可根据自己的理解续写不同的内容。

一、评分原则和标准
1．评分原则
(1)本题总分为25分，按五个档次进行给分。

(2)评分时，主要从内容、语言表达和语篇结构三个方面考虑，具体为：

①续写内容的质量、续写的完整性以及与原文情境的融洽度；

②所使用词汇和语法结构的准确性、恰当性和多样性；

③上下文的衔接和全文的连贯性。

(3)评分时，应先根据作答的整体情况确定其所属的档次，然后以该档次的要求来综合衡量，确定或调整档次，最后给分。

(4)评分时还应注意：

①词数少于120的，酌情扣分；

②单词拼写和标点符号是写作规范的重要方面，评分时应视其对交际的影响程度予以考虑，英、美拼写及词汇用法均可接受；

③书写较差以致影响交际的，酌情扣分。

二、写作中常出现的五类问题
1．所设置情节与原文脱离。有些考生在进行续写时，会对文本产生误读，或对文本中的某些重要情节理解不到位，导致续写情节的设置与原文本脱离，出现不同程度的“歪楼”现象。

2．所设置情节与原文或所给段首句衔接不合理，融洽度不高。在考试过程中，受能力、性格以及时间等内外因素的影响，考生往往未能仔细梳理文本，找出文本的隐藏线索或“伏笔”，或未能捕捉到所给段首句中隐藏的信息，从而在设置续写故事情节时，出现衔接不合理、情节设置与所提供的文本细节融洽度不高的问题。

3．所设置情节与生活常识相悖。有些考生由于缺乏生活体验，在设置故事情节时不能正确衡量故事情境或不能合理体会人物情感，从而写出背离生活常识的内容。

4．所设置情节与故事的主题不匹配。许多考生能够正确理解所提供文本的故事情节，设置的续写情节的大致走向也正确，但是在续写故事的情节时却很随意，天马行空，堆砌许多与主题不匹配的内容。

5．脱离主题的强行升华。将凸显真善美的主题进行合理升华能对续写文章起到画龙点睛的作用。但有些考生在主题升华时常常会出现以下问题：

(1)误读主题，导致所升华的主题与原文本毫不相干；

(2)对不适合升华主题的文本强行升华。

三、写作应遵循的五步答题流程
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第一讲　读明白——读文应完成的4项基本任务

读后续写一般以记叙文为主。记叙文是以记人、叙事、写景、状物为主，以写人物的经历和事物发展变化为主要内容的一种文体形式。 要写好续写文章，读文审题、理解文本是第一步。对于原文阅读，应完成以下四个方面的阅读任务：

1．关注五个“W”，思考一个“H”
为了使续写部分和给定材料共同构成一篇逻辑衔接、情节完整的短文，必须在文本大意和叙述意图的统领下分析所给文本的情境模式，即5W1H(Who, When, Where, What, Why和How)。梳理所给短文的主要内容，即人物、时间、地点、事件起因、经过(5W)，为续写的情节构思提供依据与方向，然后准确思考出事情的结果(1H)。

2．寻找“明线”，探索“暗线”
一个完整的故事通常有一条或多条线索，包含时间、空间、人、物、情感、事件等。续写故事中，较为常见的是事件线索(情节线)和情感线索(情感线)，也就是文章中的明线与暗线。

文字描述的表象即文章的明线，在续写时要抓住这条明线，创设与原文相关联的场景、人物关系等，以保证续写内容与原文内容的一致性和连贯性；同时，还要特别关注隐藏在文字之后的言外之意，这种言外之意即暗线，这些暗线能够帮助我们解决续写的关键问题：人物的冲突是什么？故事应该朝着哪个方向发展？在两线并行的基础上，续写的方向才不会跑偏。

3．把握文章主旨，推测故事发展方向
文章的主旨意图即故事情节的发展方向，只有把握了故事的正确发展方向，才能更好地分析故事情节，完成续写。确保续写的内容和原文保持逻辑上的一致性，并能回应原文的信息。

4．解读人物特点，领悟语言风格
语言层面处理的微技能主要包括通过细节描写塑造人物形象，描写方法包括：动作描写、场景描写、心理描写、语言描写等，或者运用不同的修辞手法为文章增色。因此，我们要留心观察原文的语言微技能，解读人物特点，分析其行文风格，以便使续写的内容在人物形象上和语言风格上与所给文章保持一致。

[典题例析]
(2023·新高考Ⅰ卷)阅读下面材料，根据其内容和所给段落开头语续写两段，使之构成一篇完整的短文。

When I was in middle school, my social studies teacher asked me to enter a writing contest. I said no without thinking. I did not love writing. My family came from Brazil, so English was only my second language. Writing was so difficult and painful for me that my teacher had allowed me to present my paper on the sinking of the Titanic by acting out a play, where I played all the parts. No one laughed harder than he did.
So, why did he suddenly force me to do something at which I was sure to fail? His reply: “Because I love your stories. If you're willing to apply yourself, I think you have a good shot at this.” Encouraged by his words, I agreed to give it a try.
I chose Paul Revere's horse as my subject. Paul Revere was a silversmith (银匠) in Boston who rode a horse at night on April 18,1775 to Lexington to warn people that British soldiers were coming. My story would come straight from the horse's mouth. Not a brilliant idea, but funny; and unlikely to be anyone else's choice.
What did the horse think, as he sped through the night? Did he get tired? Have doubts? Did he want to quit? I sympathized immediately. I got tired. I had doubts. I wanted to quit. But, like Revere's horse, I kept going. I worked hard. I checked my spelling. I asked my older sister to correct my grammar. I checked out a half-dozen books on Paul Revere from the library. I even read a few of them.
When I handed in the essay to my teacher, he read it, laughed out loud, and said, “Great. Now, write it again.” I wrote it again, and again and again. When I finally finished it, the thought of winning had given way to the enjoyment of writing. If I didn't win, I wouldn't care.

2．寻找“明线”，探索“暗线”
(1)情节线：开始“我”拒绝参加社会学老师建议的写作比赛→在老师的鼓励下，“我”决定尝试参加比赛→“我”用保罗·里维尔的马这一视角来叙述故事→写作中，“我”与马产生了共情→“我”不断修改作品，开始享受写作过程，不再在乎是否获胜→……
(2)情感线：uninterested and doubtful→hopeful→determined→passionate→ ...
3．把握文章主旨，推测故事发展方向
本文的主题语境属于“人与自我”。文章以作者对待写作的态度变化为线索展开，讲述了作者上中学的时候，社会学老师邀请作者参加一个写作比赛。作者不喜欢写作，于是想都没想就拒绝了。但是在老师的鼓励下，作者同意试一试。作者在写作过程中虽然很累，但是没有放弃，坚持了下来。在最终完成写作时，作者感到写作让他很快乐，他已经不在乎输赢了。续写部分应该是作者赢得了比赛，对老师充满感激，为自己的蜕变与成长感到欣慰。

本文的主旨应为：只要我们勇于尝试，并付诸持之以恒的努力，就可以克服困难并从中获得乐趣和成长。

4．解读人物特点，领悟语言风格
本文语言简洁，语法结构丰富，写作手法灵活。

(1)本文侧重运用语言描写和动作描写刻画“我”的社会学老师这一人物形象：optimistic, considerate, supportive。如：No one laughed harder than he did ...“Because I love your stories ...” ... he read it, laughed out loud, and said, “Great. Now, write it again.”
(2)本文运用了丰富的语法结构和拟人、比喻、平行结构、无灵主语等修辞手法来刻画作者的形象：lack of confidence, creative, diligent, persistent, determined。如：I said no without thinking (双重否定) ...Writing was so difficult and painful for me that ... (so ...that句型) ... Did he get tired? Have doubts? Did he want to quit？(拟人与平行结构) But, like Revere's horse, I kept going. I worked hard ...I even read a few of them ...I wrote it again, and again and again ... (比喻与平行结构) ...the thought of winning had given way to the enjoyment of writing (无灵主语)。

续写内容应注意与以上人物形象和写作手法相照应。

②本文运用了恰当丰富的语法结构：续写部分语言简洁，但语法结构的运用恰当丰富，如：hosted in the school hall(分词短语作定语)，Giggling instantly ...recalling ... assuring ... Leaving ... (分词短语作状语)，the doubts I overcame (定语从句), It was my teacher who ... (强调句型)。
(3)赏衔接升华
本文利用时间线索进行有效衔接，全文结构清晰，意义连贯。本续写内容运用颁奖典礼渲染了作者成功后的兴奋，通过对老师的语言或动作的描写以及作者与老师的互动和作者的个人感受，描述了作者成长的心路历程，自然升华文章主旨。

It was the day of the big cross-country run. Students from seven different primary schools in and around the small town were warming up and walking the route (路线) through thick evergreen forest.

第二讲　想清楚——“3处”关联，构思续写情节

构思情节时，考生需要再次快速读原文，通过关键词句把握原文段落大意，推测续写段落大意；找到伏笔，预测续写微情景；结合对原文情节线和情感线的把握，根据两段所给首句中的已知信息进行推测，合理构建续写微框架。

一、聚焦段落：总结段落大意，推断续写段落主旨
通过关键词句总结原文段落大意，结合文章要素、线索、主旨意图和段首语思考续写部分的段落大意，从宏观方面把握续写段落的内容方向，避免出现“歪楼”现象。

二、聚焦伏笔：识别原文伏笔，预测续写微情景
常见的情节安排技巧包括悬念、伏笔、衬托、呼应、铺垫等。续写时需要关注故事的情节安排，故事中留下的悬念在续写中需要得到解答，伏笔需要有呼应。考生阅读时可以画出原文中的伏笔，这些伏笔会给考生提供续写思路，考生在续写的过程中可以有意识地复现它们，以提醒自己写作时围绕主旨展开。如何确定哪些是伏笔呢？考生可通过主旨词、复现词或阅读时让人灵感乍现的词汇，以及描写主人公前后情感的转变、主次人物间的互动或对照、有特殊意义的事物的相关句子来确定。

三、聚焦首句：构思故事情节，架构续写故事框架
考生在了解了原文的情节之后，应根据要求将续写的两段的首句进行合理衔接，预测故事发展的走向，续写好情节。考生在续写时，应主要思考如何围绕段落大意和文章主题展开叙述，解决前文的矛盾冲突，完成由高潮到结局的故事叙述。

续写每个段落时可以用倒推的方式构思情节，用 “四问法” (“4Q”) 呈现续写内容，围绕主旨推动情节发展。续写第一段以续写第一段与第二段的衔接内容为起点，倒推第一段的情节；续写第二段以问题的圆满解决、正能量的传递为宗旨，倒推第二段的故事内容。两段内容聚焦主要人物的所看、所听、所感、所想、所说和所做，以及人物间的互动(关注主次人物之间的交流，尽量不要唱独角戏)。考生续写时对每一段设四问，围绕这四问作答，既能凸显主旨，又能关照全景，使续写文章整体协调、情节合理。

I poured more time and energy into that project. Finally, my hard work paid off — we were awarded an A, which gave me great satisfaction. More importantly, I earned my teammate's recognition and we have become good friends since then.
第三讲　写顺承——开头、结尾与原文圆合好

记叙文的写作讲究“起承转合”，读后续写的两段在整篇文章架构中承担着“转”与“合”的功能，续写的开头和结尾要与原文做好顺承，写出来的文章才能“天衣无缝”，融洽度高。如何写好续写两段的段首和段尾，是本讲重点指导的内容。

一、如何写好第一段的段首、段尾和第二段的段首

俗话说：“Well begun is half done！”(好的开头是成功的一半)。可见，写好续写部分段首开头是多么的重要。那么如何写出靓丽的开头呢？我们可以从写作涉及的内容和语法手段来具体设计故事的段首开端。

(一)写作内容——两关注，解决“写什么”的问题
1．关注段首三点
段首三点指的是与段首句相关的三个点，即紧接两段段首句之后的两个点和第一段结尾的一个点。

点①：位于续写第一段段首，流畅衔接原文和第一段段首语；

点②：位于续写第一段段尾，流畅衔接第二段段首语；

点③：位于续写第二段段首，续写衔接第二段段首语。

通过关注这三点可以保证整体故事的连贯性。第一点要限定情节走向，同时为下文的展开留出足够的写作空间；第二点要达成两段之间的衔接，过渡不能突兀；第三点不仅要衔接第二段开头语，也要开始收束情节，为结尾作铺垫。在创作过程中，要培养衔接意识，关注原文的隐藏信息。

[典例]　(2022·浙江6月高考改编)阅读下面材料，根据其内容和所给段落开头语续写两段，使之构成一篇完整的短文。

I needed to do something in my community (社区) in order to complete the community service hours required to graduate from high school. Some of my friends had signed up to spend time at a soup kitchen, so I did, too. It seemed like a good thing to do.
I thought that we would just be passing out dinners to those in need, but I found out we would be doing everything from preparing to serving the dinner. We began preparing the food, from mixing salad dressing to separating frozen meat. Much still needed to be done before dinner was served, but already outside the building many homeless people were gathering. It wasn't until a couple of hours later that we opened the doors and began serving dinner. 

As the line of people came toward me, I got a little scared. I'd come face to face with the homeless: How should I act? How would they treat me? Would they hate me for having more than they did? While some of the people looked very friendly, some of them looked so dangerous. I didn't have too much time to worry about it. I was assigned (分配) to serve the salad with the lady next to me. She smiled at me and said if I needed help, she'd be right there, which I found quite comforting. 

I had never seen so many people wanting food. They were of all ages and nationalities. Most of them wore clothes that were torn and dirty. Some looked like they had totally given up on life, while others seemed to be making the best of the situation, smiling and joking. Some were better off than others, but they all needed a good meal and a warm place to eat. It saddened me to think of how many people there were who didn't have a place to call home and the only food they got came from a soup kitchen.

 技法演示
①续写第一段的第一句话要与原文的最后一句话“It saddened me to think of how many people ... came from a soup kitchen.”和第一段所给的段首语“As they came in my direction, I put on my brightest and happiest smile.”流畅衔接。由此可推断出第一段我们要写的第一句话的内容一定是以上两句话的目的与动机。那么第一段续写部分的开头就可以这么写：I wanted to make them know that I was really anxious to help them. 

②第一段的段尾要与第二段所给的段首句“I was so happy that I had earned my service hours in this way.”流畅衔接。由此可以推断出第一段的段尾应该写与“my service hours in this way”相关的内容。我们可以这样结束第一段：Fortunately, the helpful lady came to assist me, who took some loads off my shoulder. With her assistance, I finished my serving time smoothly.
③第二段要续写的第一句话要与第二段所给的段首句“I was so happy that I had earned my service hours in this way.”流畅衔接，因此第二段续写的第一句话应该与“my service hours in this way”衔接顺承。我们可以这样开始第二段的续写部分：This experience made me realize that there are so many people in this world who need our help. It also made me realize that ...
2．关注故事背景与人物动作描写
在开头时，适度的环境、场所描写，可以渲染气氛、烘托人物，给人物的出场造势；同样，运用一连串的行为动词对人物动作加以描写，可以让人物活灵活现、动感十足，人物特征跃然笔端。所以，对背景和动作的细节描写也是常见的一类开头方式，我们可以品悟以下示例。

[示例1]　We drove through several states and saw lots of great sights along the way. I looked out of the car window, winding rivers, lofty mountains, sunny beaches and deep valleys holding me entirely in their fascination. (用“视觉＋环境描写＋拟人”的写作手法，成功地使读者有身临其境之感)
[示例2]　(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷 )He lowered his head and rubbed his hands./He looked back at me and I responded with a bright smile./I clenched my fist and waved at him./His body still rocked from side to side, with his name and number tag on his back flying up and down like the flag of permanent perseverance. (通过行为动作描绘出生动的场景，引人入胜)
(二)语法手段——三巧用，解决“怎样写”的问题
1．巧用形容词/副词(短语)
①(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷)David took the first step, slowly but firmly.(副词的使用把前面的动作“took the first step”描写得更加细致和生动)
②(2020·浙江7月高考) A few minutes later, the bear headed back to our camp. The bear roared at us, our frightened mouths wide open. (时间副词短语＋动作描写，通过动静结合设置悬念)
③Immediately, an absolute darkness ruled the forest. (时间副词的衔接＋环境描写，烘托了在森林里迷路的紧张气氛)
④Curious to know what was inside, he tiptoed into the dark cave. (形容词短语表明他进洞穴的原因)
⑤Exhausted and hungry, I wondered if we could find our way back.(情绪形容词＋从句的形式，很好地体现了面临的困境)
2．巧用分词(短语)
①(2023·新高考Ⅰ卷) Giggling instantly with a broad smile spreading on his face, he told me that he was proud of my wonderful performance. (刻画了老师的欣慰与仁爱)
②(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷)He buried his head in his hands, sobbing.(渲染了这个残疾学生的失落与沮丧)
③(2021·新高考Ⅰ卷) Seeing the mess in the kitchen, he immediately understood what had happened, but he wasn't upset. (使表达具有动态画面感)
④(2020·新高考全国卷Ⅰ)With everything ready，Bernard started out on his new business. Feeling shy, Bernard didn't dare to peddle (卖) his popcorn. (简洁、直白地体现了Bernard的心态)
⑤(2020·浙江1月高考)A few weeks later, the boy arrived home from university. Hurrying home, he couldn't wait to see his old friend Poppy. (简洁地描写出这个小男孩迫不及待的心情)
3．巧用高级句式或特殊句式
①(2023·浙江1月高考) As my car neared it, my thoughts drifted back to the moment when I rescued the hummingbird from the spider's web.(as引导的时间状语从句以及when引导的定语从句)
②(2021·新高考Ⅰ卷) One look and he knew what they were up to.(what引导的宾语从句)
③(2021·浙江1月高考) I was stuck for five or six minutes though it felt much longer. My brother came up with an idea that he could cut the pumpkin with a knife.(that引导的同位语从句)
④(2021·浙江6月高考)Really, my dad's truck often broke down on the way, which made him in trouble.(which引导的非限制性定语从句)
⑤(2021·浙江1月高考)That video was posted the day before Halloween. It was my brother who did that for amusement.(强调句型)
二、如何写好第二段的段尾

在读后续写中，与开头一样，文章的结尾也同样重要。结尾句是全文的收笔处，精彩的结尾能够起到点睛的作用，给读者留下深刻印象，亦能唤起读者的思考与共鸣，增强文章的感染力。在满足故事剧情的基本要求的前提下，可以灵活运用多种方式进行结尾，对故事主题进行深化，使人物情感得到升华。熟练掌握一些结尾方法并针对故事特征进行恰当的运用，可以使文章的结尾更加出彩。常见的结尾方式有：

(一)画面定格式结尾
画面定格式结尾把环境描写与人物动作和情感描写相结合，描景状物，营造画面感，寓情于景，让读者体味不言情而情无限的感觉。

1．人物动作的画面定格
①(2023·浙江1月高考)At that moment, happiness and the feeling of being moved mingled, welling up into my heart, tears rolling down my cheeks.
那一刻，幸福和感动的感觉交织在一起，涌上我的心头，泪水顺着我的脸颊滚落下来。

②(2021·新高考Ⅰ卷)Mother bit into a sandwich and said it was the best one she had ever tasted. Jeff immediately wanted to have a bite, too. Jenna caught her father's eyes and they winked at each other secretly.
母亲咬了一口三明治，说这是她吃过的最好的三明治。杰夫立刻也想吃一口。珍娜捕捉到父亲的目光，他们偷偷地相互眨眼。

③(2020·新高考全国卷Ⅰ)The basket grew heavier with coins, foods, and other necessities, while Bernard's steps became lighter with joy and relief.
篮子里装满了硬币、食物和其他必需品，变得越来越重，而伯纳德的步子因喜悦和宽慰而变得更轻了。

④Slowly, she placed her arm with affection around her mother's shoulders and gently guided her back into the crowd.
慢慢地，她深情地搂住母亲的肩膀，轻轻地引导她回到人群中。

2．特殊寓意的写景画面
①The sky was a billion pure eyes of light and the grass green underfoot, it was as if night and day had become one beautiful moment. Dawn had come.
天空像是十亿只纯净的眼睛拼接在一起，脚下是青草，仿佛黑夜和白昼已成为一个美丽的时刻。黎明已经来临。(黎明到来的画面)
②The crystal and cerulean water was gentle as I waded through it, the sunset like orange paint on a blue canvas.
当我涉过水晶般天蓝色的轻柔的水时，日落就像蓝色画布上的橙色颜料。(日落时的美好画面)
③The moon under siege by stars seemed to lighten the night, bringing forth stars that shone and hung in the blackness.The never ending blackness consumed everything.
被群星围绕的月亮似乎照亮了黑夜，带来了在黑暗中闪耀和悬挂着的群星。无尽的黑暗吞噬了一切。(描写夜空的画面)
④Looking up, I saw the sun shine brighter than I ever knew before.
抬起头，我看到太阳比我以前所知道的还要明亮。(特殊寓意)
(二)对话式结尾
对话式结尾指文章以对话结束，有时伴有相应的动作收尾，有时意味深长，曲虽终，但余音绕梁，值得回味，留有空间让读者思考与感悟。  

①Deeply touched, Dad held the flowers tightly, and immediately gathered us into his arms, saying, “You are my best flowers！”
爸爸深受感动，把花紧紧地握在手里，并立刻把我们抱在怀里，说：“你们是我最美的花！”
②(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷)I ran towards David and gave him a bear hug, saying “You made it！” excitedly. His eyes twinkled with delight, saying, “Thank you. It was you who made me realize that just be myself, and I can be the master of my destiny.”
我跑向大卫，给了他一个熊抱， 兴奋地说 “你成功了！”。 他的眼睛闪烁着喜悦的光芒，说：“谢谢你。是你让我意识到只要做我自己，我就能成为自己命运的主人。”
③(2021·新高考Ⅰ卷)At this moment, their father joined them and said to his wife, “Eliza, I envy you.” Jenna comforted her father cheerfully, “No worries, Dad. Mum has her breakfast today, and you'll have your dinner when Father's Day comes.”
这时，他们的父亲加入进来，对他的妻子说：“伊丽莎，我羡慕你。”珍娜愉快地安慰父亲：“别担心，爸爸。妈妈今天吃上早餐，父亲节来的时候，你将会吃上晚餐。”
④(2020·新高考全国卷Ⅰ)Hearing the good news, Mrs. Meredith said to her children, “Done! The twentieth. Next I'll help our neighbour Jenny make handicrafts.”

(三)情感升华式结尾
在读后续写的结尾部分，可以采用情感升华式结尾，激发读者思考，让读者产生情感上的共鸣。通常我们可以通过表达人生感悟、生活真谛、生活哲理、人生观或价值观来达到结尾部分的情感升华。  

①(2023·浙江1月高考)Solid bridges can be built between species.
物种之间可以架起坚实的桥梁。(借用人生感悟升华主题)
②(2023·新高考Ⅰ卷)Through this unforgettable and remarkable event, it eventually dawned on me that nothing is difficult with a willing heart.
通过这个难忘而非凡的事件，我终于明白了，有志者，事竟成。(借用名言警句来升华主题)
③(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷)Everyone is like a flower, some having fragrance, but some not. As long as you bloom, there will be bees and butterflies.
每个人都像一朵花，有的散发着芬芳，有的没有。你若盛开，蜂蝶自来。(哲理式升华)
④In my opinion, money can't take the place of everything, such as your life, your time and your happiness.
在我看来，金钱不能取代一切，比如你的生活、你的时间和你的幸福。(表达自己的价值观)
(四)留白式结尾
结尾留白是在结尾处给读者留下想象的空间，一般是开放式结局，让读者自己去想象最后的结局。

①“Would you be interested in joining me in a bite to eat？” I asked. “I'd love to，” she replied, her eyes sparkling like diamonds. And，this was the beginning of the end to my months of heartbreak following Betsy's death.
“你有兴趣和我一起吃点东西吗？” 我问道。“我很乐意去，” 她回答，她的眼睛像钻石一样闪闪发光。这是我结束贝特西死后几个月的心碎的开始。

②He unwrapped the white tissue paper，but to his surprise，there was no hard rock candy inside.Instead，into his fingers fell a shiny white pearl worth thousands of dollars.
他打开白色的包装纸，但令他惊讶的是，里面没有硬糖果。相反，一颗价值数千美元的闪亮的白色珍珠落进了他的手指里。

③Never had I expected that my acts could make such a difference to him. A lamp is lighted and my heart is warmed as well.

(五)首尾呼应式结尾
首尾呼应是指开头和结尾互相接应，使结构更加完整和严谨，使含义更加深刻、情感更加强烈、主题更加突出，从而加深读者印象，引起读者共鸣，增强表达效果。 
①开头：It was summer, and my dad wanted to treat me to a vacation like never before. He decided to take me on a trip to the Wild West.
结尾：Never had I had such a thrilling yet dangerous vacation before. The special trip to the Wild West was deeply engraved in my mind.
②开头：I had an interesting childhood. It was filled with surprises and amusements, all because of my mother — loving, sweet, yet absent-minded and forgetful.One strange family trip we took when I was eleven tells a lot about her.
结尾：Despite Mom's being absent-minded and forgetful, she was still a kind and nice Mom.
③开头：A funny thing happened to Arthur when he was on the way to work one day.
结尾：What a funny day! Arthur couldn't stop laughing whenever he looked back on this funny experience.
(六)自然式结尾
自然式结尾是顺着文中所叙述之事的自然发展，以它的必然结果做结尾。这样的结尾虽然简洁明了、朴实无华，但令人回味无穷，给读者留有思考的空间。 

①(2023·浙江1月高考)I felt a surge of relief and awe at the sight of this sound and grateful creature, and I knew that I would always cherish the memories we shared as I climbed into my car and drove away.
看到这个安然无恙、心怀感激的生物，我感到一阵宽慰和敬畏。当我钻进车里离开时，我知道我会永远珍惜我们共同拥有的记忆。

②(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷)He eventually reached the finishing line with toothy smile in his face, although with toil and sweat as well.
虽然付出了辛劳和汗水，但他最终到达终点线，脸上洋溢着露齿微笑。

③(2022·浙江1月高考)More importantly, I earned my teammate's recognition and we have become good friends since then.
更重要的是，我赢得了队友的认可，从那时起我们就成了好朋友。

④(2021·浙江1月高考)It turned out that people liked and forwarded it crazily on the Internet, only to make me an Internet celebrity.

⑤(2020·新高考全国卷Ⅰ)He never forgets Mrs. Meredith's help. He and his family have lived a happy life ever since.

第四讲　写奇崛——营造“一波三折”情节的3条途径

“文似看山不喜平”。平铺直叙的故事叙述往往让人打不起精神，心生倦意；而频扔“包袱”、悬念迭出的故事安排，则让人紧追不舍、欲罢不能。我们可通过图示来看一下“一波三折”式故事情节安排的重要性。
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如何让文章做到起伏有悬念，可采用以下几条途径：

(一)增加外部冲突
增加外部冲突是一种明显有效的可以达到故事高潮的方式。冲突带来紧迫感，将故事推向顶点。

1．角色之间的冲突
[示例]　On the fourth or fifth night, we had trouble finding a hotel with a vacancy. After driving in vain for some time, Mom suddenly got a great idea: Why didn't we find a house with a likely-looking backyard and ask if we could set up tent there? David and I became nervous.
[分析]　开车找旅馆——徒劳无功——母亲建议搭帐篷——David和我倍感紧张，心有不悦(母子的观点不一)
2．角色与环境之间的冲突
[示例]　(2021·浙江1月高考) It was only when I tried to remove my head that I realized getting out was going to be less straightforward than getting in. When I pulled hard, my nose got in the way. I got into a panic as I pressed firmly against the table and moved my head around trying to find the right angle, but it was no use. “I can't get it out！” I shouted, my voice sounding unnaturally loud in the enclosed space.
[分析]　我使劲拽，我的鼻子挡住了路——我转动头部试图找合适的角度，但没用——我大喊，声音在封闭的空间里显得异常响亮(我的头部被卡在南瓜里：我与南瓜“大战”)
3．形势变得紧急，决策刻不容缓
[示例]　(2020·浙江7月高考) A few minutes later，the bear headed back to our camp.The bear roared at us, our frightened mouths wide open. My mind was blank in panic. I just stood there in a daze. The bear launched an attack to the fence, roaring. My hand holding the camera began to shake.
[分析]　熊回到了我们的营地——熊向我们吼叫——我陷入恐慌，头脑一片空白——我站在那里发呆——熊咆哮着向栅栏发起攻击——我握着相机的手开始发抖(此情此景，决策刻不容缓)
4．增加意外情节，营造困难境地
[示例]　(2021·新高考Ⅰ卷)The pan was too hot and the bread turned black within seconds. Jenna threw the burnt piece into the sink and put in the other slice of bread. This time, she turned down the fire so it cooked nicely.
Then Jeff noticed steam shooting out of the pot and the lid starting to shake. The next minute, the porridge boiled over and put out the fire. Jenna panicked. Thankfully, Jeff stayed calm and turned off the gas quickly. But the stove was a mess now. Jenna told Jeff to clean it up so they could continue to cook the rest of the porridge. But Jeff's hand touched the hot burner and he gave a cry of pain. Jenna made him put his hand in cold water. Then she caught the smell of burning. Oh dear! The piece of bread in the pan had turned black as well.
[分析]　锅太热了，面包几秒钟内就变黑了(障碍1) ——粥溢出，把火扑灭了(障碍2)——炉子一片狼藉(障碍3)——杰夫的手碰到了火炉，疼得大叫(障碍4)——锅里的面包又变黑了(障碍5)
(二)放大内心冲突
放大内心冲突(文中角色的内心斗争)有助于抓住读者的心，让读者感同身受，一步步将读者带入其境、融身其中，有助于制造故事波澜和冲突。

[示例1]　(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷)We sat down next to each other, but David wouldn't look at me. He buried his head in his hands, sobbing. “Do you fear the audience will laugh at you？” asked I. He nodded and bit his lip, tears welling up in his eyes.
[分析]　不看我——埋头抽泣——点头咬唇，热泪盈眶 (David渴望参加越野跑比赛，但又极度不自信的内心矛盾得以体现)
[示例2]　(2022·浙江1月高考)Though I wanted to share my ideasCS with him fully, I failed to do so for fear that I would hold him back. I just kept nodding when he asked me whether it is OK to do this way or that way. I thought it was impossible to persuade him into accepting my views, so I didn't want to waste our time to discuss. I started to wait to leave immediately we arrived at the place, and so did he. I just hoped that the presentation day could come earlier.
[分析]　想分享观点但害怕犯错——点头附议，不想浪费时间讨论——彼此希望合作结束——我期盼展示的日子快点到来(作者通过直白内心想法的方式，更真实地呈现了自己内心矛盾冲突的逐渐放大：害怕合作——不想合作——期盼合作早点结束)
[示例3]　Immediately, an absolute darkness ruled the forest. Jane, exhausted and scared, lay down near a stone, missing her family at a distance. All the fantastic memory crowded in and she couldn't help crying, “Hadn't I quarrelled with Tom, walked away and climbed to the high place, I wouldn't be trapped in this awful place, confronted with the danger of dying.” She regretted with endless anxiety, and then became asleep with shining tears in her eyes.
[分析]　独自行走→夜色渐黑→独处森林→阴森恐怖→后悔莫及(作者通过内心独白的方式，使用“往昔对比＋虚拟语气使用＋旁白描写”的方式将冲突逐渐放大)

(三)使用环境描写增加不确定性
充分利用环境描写可以起到烘托故事高潮的作用。当故事角色在遇到困难时，我们可以加大笔墨来描写故事环境，以此衬托故事发展，为高潮造势。

[示例]　(2021·浙江6月高考) The pay day arrived at last. Excitement swept over me, for it was the first time I had got paid for my work. While walking back home, I felt the flowers lining the path look like angels, swaying in the wind, dancing in the sun. I conceived many plans about how to dispose of my earnings. I needed a new football ... I intended ... Bounding into the yard, I noticed my parents standing beside the old truck with glum looks. I realized something unpleasant happened. “How much do we still need to pay for a new truck？” asked my mother anxiously.
[分析]　领到第一份工资——心情非常兴奋——不愉快的事情发生(通过描写作者回家路上看到的风景来衬托作者的兴奋心情，同时又反衬了下面不愉快事情的发生，通过对比强化了高潮氛围)

My mother also noticed Alex's fondness for the car. Approaching me, she asked gently in a low voice, “Would you like to give it to Alex？”

Definitely, it would otherwise upset Alex. Torn between the two tough choices, I was totally at a loss. Nevertheless, deep down, I could feel my affection to Alex. Yep! In the moment of parting, my model car went with Alex. Though I was crushed to see it go, my heart sang when I saw his beaming face as he tightly clutched it. Seeing the thumbs-up from my mother and sister, I did swell with relief, pride and joy, for I knew it was not a gift; to some extent, it was our concern and love for him. Plus, sharing the model car also strengthened our bond, which, I was fully convinced, would always uplift him. An effort made for the happiness of others lifted us above ourselves as well.
第五讲　写生动——细节描写做到“多Show、少Tell”
在续写时，有些考生只注重故事情节发展的合理性，倾向于陈述事实，而对于推动情节发展、体现人物情感和凸显文章主题的细节描写却往往忽视，这就使得续写出的内容在语言表达上显得生硬、空洞，读起来让人感觉描写浮于表面，没有细节支撑，不够生动具体。为避免描写过于直接呆板，可采用“多Show、少Tell”方法进行细节描写，通过形象的文字展示细节，勾勒画面，将读者代入其中，使读者在阅读细腻文字、欣赏精彩故事的同时品味作者的深刻表达。一般而言， “Tell”是对事件的直白总结，而 “Show” 则是通过对人物的语言、神态、心理、外貌或动作以及自然风景、场面气氛等的细节描写，使场景具体化，让人产生画面感、代入感。“Show” 可以帮助考生充分把握文章的语言特色，升华语言表达，使续写从肤浅走向深刻，从枯燥走向生动，从平淡走向感人。

一、外貌描写

外貌描写是正面刻画人物的一种写作方法，主要从人物的体貌特征(包括人物的容貌、衣着、神情、体型、姿态等)方面进行描写，以揭示人物的思想性格，表现作者的爱憎，加深读者对人物的印象。

1.肖像描写
肖像描写即描绘人物的面貌特征，它包括人物的身材、容貌、服饰、打扮以及表情、仪态风度、习惯性特点等。肖像描写的目的是以 “形” 传 “神”，刻画人物的性格特征，反映人物的内心世界。 

①(2022· 浙江1月高考)The moment I arrived at his ward, his pale face and tired look told everything.
我一到他的病房，他苍白的脸和疲惫的表情就说明了一切。

②(2022· 浙江1月高考)When asked about the secret of our successful project, I grinned, exposing a set of amazingly white teeth and answered without hesitation，“Cooperation！”
当被问及我们项目成功的秘诀时，我咧嘴一笑，露出一副洁白无比的牙齿，毫不犹豫地回答：“合作！”
③They have silver hair and wrinkled faces.
他们有银白的头发和满是皱纹的面孔。

④The tubby old lady shows up here every day in the afternoon.
那个又矮又胖的老太太每天下午都会出现在这儿。

⑤Her skirt was made of black velvet with golden lace trim.
她的裙子是用黑天鹅绒做的，有金色花边装饰。

2.神态描写
人物的神态体现人物的心理状态。在写作中，对人物五官和眼神等动作和变化的描写可以帮助读者领悟人物的心理。神态描写通常伴随肢体描写，使人物形象立体丰满，栩栩如生。 

①(2023· 新高考Ⅰ卷)As I entered, he looked up from his book, a warm smile spreading across his face.
当我进来时，他从书上抬起头来，脸上洋溢着温暖的微笑。

②(2023· 浙江1月高考)For a very long moment, this tiny creature looked into my eyes, turning her head from side to side.
有很长一段时间，这个小生物盯着我的眼睛，头从一边转到另一边。

③(2023· 浙江1月高考)It seemed that the bird was waiting for me, its beady eyes locked on mine as if trying to convey some deep, unspoken gratitude.
那只鸟似乎在等着我，它那亮晶晶的小眼睛紧盯着我的眼睛，好像在试图表达某种深沉的、说不出口的感激之情。

④(2022· 新高考Ⅰ卷)At the sight of this pitiful boy's pleading look, I bet no one would refuse. 

看到这个可怜的男孩恳求的眼神，我敢打赌没有人会拒绝。

⑤(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷)He nodded and bit his lip, tears welling up in his eyes.
他点了点头，咬着嘴唇，眼里噙满了泪水。

⑥(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷)His face lit up and David, hard-working, determined, full of positive energy, came alive again.
他喜笑颜开，勤奋、有决心、充满了积极的能量的大卫，又活了过来。

二、心理描写

心理描写是对人物在特定环境下的心理状态、精神面貌和内心活动的描写。通过对人物心理的描写，读者能直观地了解人物的心灵，体会其行为动作背后的含义。人物的心理活动可以通过人物的所思所想和内心独白直接呈现，也可以通过景物烘托、人物动作和神态等间接呈现。以下为几种常见的人物心理描写法：

1.直接表述
在心理描写中，直接表述一般与特定情景结合，表达人物的内心所想。直接表述通常有标志词，如表达“想”的有think, feel, want, decide, be aware, perceive, imagine, conceive, wonder, intend, believe, guess, hope等。

①(2023· 新高考Ⅰ卷)Leaving his office that day, I felt a renewed sense of purpose and determination.
那天离开他的办公室时，我感到一种新的使命感和决心。

②(2023· 浙江1月高考)Leaving the house, I couldn't help wondering how she was getting on now.
离开那间房子时，我不禁想知道她现在过得怎么样了。

③(2022· 浙江6月高考)Although I still felt a little scared of these dangerous people, I knew the burden on their shoulders — without a place called home, without a proper meal. So I truly hoped my smile could be some of the comfort. But hardly could I imagine that serving the salad could become so challenging and tough when facing a number of guests.
虽然我仍然有点害怕这些危险的人，但我知道他们肩上的担子——没有一个叫做家的地方，没有一顿像样的饭。所以我真的希望我的微笑能带来些许安慰。但我很难想象，当面对许多客人时，提供沙拉会变得如此具有挑战性和艰难。

④(2022· 浙江1月高考)When Dr. Henderson was assigning (指定) project mates for his psychology class, I secretly hoped that he would pair me with my best friend or at least a classmate I could have some fun with.
当亨德森博士为他的心理学课分配项目伙伴时，我私下希望他能让我和我最好的朋友搭档，或者至少和一个我可以和其玩得开心的同学搭档。

2.内心独白
内心独白，类似于电影中人物思考时的画外音，是透露人物“心曲”的一种重要手段。内心独白一般使用第一人称，通常使用抒情笔法展示人物的内心矛盾和思想斗争。在读后续写中，人物内心独白不一定占用太多的篇幅，可以通过简单的几句话展现人物的心理状态。

①(2023· 新高考Ⅰ卷)What did the horse think, as he sped through the night? Did he get tired? Have doubts? Did he want to quit? I sympathized immediately.
马在黑夜中疾驰时在想什么呢？他累吗？有疑问吗？他想放弃吗？我立刻产生了共情。

②(2023· 浙江1月高考) Perhaps she had been struggling against the window too long and was too tired? Or too thirsty?
也许她在窗边挣扎太久了，太累了？还是太渴了？

③(2023· 浙江1月高考)Memories with the hummingbird occurred to me when I walked to the blackberry-lined path. Was she alright? Would she remember me?
当我走到黑莓小径时，我想起了与蜂鸟的往事。她还好吗？她会记得我吗？

3.间接呈现
间接呈现常用反向表达、修辞手法等手段来描述人物内心的喜怒哀乐。

①(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷) A flood of sympathy and sadness emerged in my heart. 

一股同情和悲伤涌上我的心头。

②(2021·浙江1月高考) The air inside the hollow vegetable was full of my anxious breath.
这棵空心蔬菜里的空气充满了我焦虑的气息。

③Her imagination was busy, her reflections were pleasant, and the pain of a sprained ankle disregarded.
她浮想联翩，心里觉得美滋滋的，早把脚踝的伤痛抛到九霄云外。

三、动作描写

人物的动作描写可以展现人物的内心活动，表现人物的性格特征，塑造人物形象并推动情节发展。精准的动作描写能够更加细致地反映人物的心理情绪变化，更加生动地刻画人物的内心世界。

①(2023·浙江1月高考) Hands waving, I dashed towards the bird, yelling to make myself noticed. She hovered cheerfully and lowered to stand on my shoulder.
我挥舞着双手，冲向那只鸟，大叫着让她注意到我。她高兴地盘旋着，然后飞下来站在我的肩上。

②(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷)I watched as David moved up to the starting line with the other runners. As the gun rang out, David and other runners began to run. His small body rocked from side to side as he swung his feet forward. His legs were trembling and drops of sweat were running down his cheeks. He held his fists, gritted his teeth and kept running.
我看着大卫和其他选手一起走到起跑线上。当枪声响起时，大卫和其他跑步者开始奔跑。当他向前摆动双脚时，他的小身体左右摇晃。他的腿在颤抖，汗珠顺着他的脸颊流下来。他握紧拳头，咬紧牙关，继续奔跑。

③He gave a jump in the air, twirled, ran a few steps, stopped, looked all around, sniffed the smells of afternoon, and then set off walking down through the orchard.
他先是蹦跶了一下，原地转了几圈，再跑上几步，又停了下来，四下望了望，嗅了嗅午后的空气，然后一路跑进了果园。

四、环境描写

环境描写可以烘托氛围，折射出人物的心理状态，与人物的思想感情密不可分。“一切景语皆情语”，读者可以根据环境描写推测出人物的心理。环境描写通过对情节的发展变化进行铺垫和暗示，从而丰富文章内容。恰到好处的环境描写会使读者身临其境，使文章更加引人入胜。

1.自然环境
自然环境包括天气和自然景物。作者往往通过对自然景物的描写借景抒情、融情于景。在进行自然环境描写时，可以通过描写故事中的人物对环境的主观感受，一般为感官感受，让读者身临其境，感知人物的情感变化。 

①After a while Uncle Paul and his farm house were out of sight. It was so peaceful and quiet and the colors of the brown rocks, the deep green pine trees, and the late afternoon sun mixed to create a magic scene. It looked like a beautiful woven blanket spread out upon the ground just for us.
过了一会儿，保罗叔叔和他的农舍消失在视线中。周围是如此的宁静，褐色的岩石、深绿色的松树和傍晚的阳光混合在一起，创造了一个神奇的场景。它看起来像一块为我们准备的漂亮的编织毯铺在地上。

②The sky remains bright, bathed in a vivid orange glow.
天空依然明亮，沐浴在鲜艳的橙黄色光芒中。

③Lightning ripped the cloudy night sky.
闪电划破乌云密布的夜空。

④The snow was falling. Big snowflakes drifted with the wind like feathers.
雪在不停地下着，鹅毛似的雪花随风飘舞。

⑤The water was deep blue and sunlight glittered on its surface.
湖水澄蓝，阳光在湖面上熠熠生辉。

2.人文环境
人文环境描写可以准确传达故事人物的心境或情绪。我们可以运用一个地方的时代特点，凸显人们的生活方式；可以运用一个地方的文化底蕴，凸显人物的自豪感；可以运用优美的自然风光，凸显热爱倾慕之情；可以运用人物的日常生活环境来凸显主人公的内心与生活。

①(2021·新高考Ⅰ卷)The steaming porridge goes well with the rising sun outside of the window, promising a happy Mother's Day.
热气腾腾的粥与窗外冉冉升起的太阳很相配，预示着一个快乐的母亲节。

②It was so quiet in the bedroom that the sound of a needle in the ground could be heard.
卧室里很安静，连一根针掉在地上的声音都听得见。

3.人物活动场景
人物活动场景描写是以人物为中心的环境描写，通过特定环境下的人物神态和行为描写来表现人物心理状态，达到以场景传情的目的。

①(2022· 浙江6月高考)Most of them wore clothes that were torn and dirty. Some looked like they had totally given up on life, while others seemed to be making the best of the situation, smiling and joking. Some were better off than others, but they all needed a good meal to eat and a warm place to live in.
他们大多数人穿着又破又脏的衣服。有些人看起来完全放弃了生活，而另一些人似乎在充分利用这种情形，微笑着并开玩笑。有些人比其他人富裕，但他们都需要一顿美餐和一个温暖的地方居住。

②(2020· 新高考全国卷Ⅰ)Soon the Meredith household was filled with laughter. The aroma spread out for miles. Neighbors popped their heads out of their windows in search of its source.
很快，梅雷迪斯一家充满了笑声。香气蔓延了数英里。邻居们从窗户探出头来寻找它的源头。

③What a beauty! When we left school, all danced down the streets, shouting and tossing their arms, catching up handfuls of snow, and dashing about in it, like poodles (puppies) in water. The parents, who were waiting outside, were all white; the policeman's helmet was white; all our schoolbags were white in a few moments. The Calabrian, who had never touched snow, made himself a little ball of it, and began to enjoy it, as though it had been a peach.
多么美丽的景色！当我们离开学校的时候，所有人都在街上跳舞。他们尽情地欢呼着，挥动着他们的手臂，抓起一小撮雪花，又将它投出去，就像水中玩耍的鬈毛狗。在外面等候的家长，已经变成了白色，警察的头盔也变成了白色，不久，我们的书包也变成了白色。还有从来没有碰过雪的Calabrian竟然将雪揉成了一个小球吃了起来，好像它是一个桃子。

五、对话描写

对话描写可以鲜明地展示人物的性格，生动地表现人物的思想感情，深刻地反映人物的内心世界，使读者“闻其声，如见其人”。

①(2023·新高考Ⅰ卷) Giggling instantly with a broad smile spreading on his face，“Congratulations! I knew you had it in you，” he said warmly. “Thank you.” I replied, with a mixture of gratitude and excitement. 

他立刻咯咯地笑了起来，脸上洋溢着灿烂的笑容：“祝贺你！我就知道你有这种能力，”他热情地说。“谢谢。”我带着感激和兴奋的心情回答。

②(2023·新高考Ⅰ卷) When I handed in the essay to my teacher, he read it, laughed out loud, and said, “Great. Now, write it again.”
当我把这篇文章交给老师时，他读了一遍，大笑起来，说：“太好了。现在，再写一遍。”
③(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷)He buried his head in his hands, sobbing. “Do you fear the audience will laugh at you？” asked I. He nodded and bit his lip, tears welling up in his eyes. I hugged him firmly, patting his back gently. “I have faith in you and you will not be looked down upon. Instead, everyone will cheer for you when you are running！” David was inspired instantly and accepted to run.
他双手捂着头，抽泣着。“你害怕观众会嘲笑你吗？”我问道。他点点头，咬着嘴唇，眼里噙满了泪水。我紧紧地抱着他，轻轻地拍着他的背。“我对你有信心，你不会被看不起。相反，当你跑步时，每个人都会为你欢呼！”大卫立即受到鼓舞，接受了参赛。

第六讲　润色好——“3处”着眼，打造高分亮点

好文章是修改出来的。润色完善是写作中非常重要、必不可少的一个环节。好词好句、高级语法的使用，逻辑表达、衔接顺畅的行文安排，均能体现考生的实力水平和语言功底。文章初稿完成后，应注意从以下三个方面给文章“美美颜”“化化妆”。

一、丰富文章语法结构，升级词汇及表达

“使用了多样且恰当的词汇和语法结构，表达流畅，语言错误很少，且完全不影响理解。”是读后续写题型赋分细则最高档的标准之一。为了确保这一标准的达成，我们需要做到如下几点：

1．杜绝低级错误
在写作过程中，大多数考生由于不细心而导致出现低级错误。例如：a/an的用法错误；单词拼写错误；名词可数与不可数错误(如make a progress的错误)；词性错误(如I'm like music.之类的错误)；时态混乱错误等。如果一篇还不错的写作里面出现了较多的低级语法错误，这会向阅卷老师传递一个减分的信号—— 这是一位粗枝大叶的考生，写作达不到高标准。因此，初步完成写作后，要快速检查是否有这种低级错误并纠正。

2．增强文章的层次感
含有丰富语法结构的句式能增强文章的层次感，提高文章的档次，从而可以增加得分点。在写作中，可以通过使用各种从句、特殊句式、复合结构、虚拟语气、无灵主语等来完成句式升级。同时，在写作中，注意长短句相间，使文章富有节奏感。句式结构太单一，会让阅卷老师感觉文章平淡像流水账。因此，初步完成写作后，要审视一下语法结构是否丰富，句式之间是否有流畅的节奏感。请体会以下语法现象：

①(2023·新高考Ⅰ卷)It was at that moment that a warm surge of streams washed through my body, and the image of the horse emerged in my mind, encouraging me to continue writing. (强调句型； 无灵主语；非谓语动词短语作状语)
就在那一刻，一股暖流涌入我的身体，那匹马的形象浮现在我的脑海中，鼓励我继续写作。

②(2023·浙江1月高考) With the bird in my cupped hand, I looked around to see how she had gotten in. (with复合结构作状语；宾语从句)
我捧着那只鸟，环顾四周，看看她是怎么进来的。

③(2023·浙江1月高考) When I opened my hand, the bird did not fly away; she sat looking at me with her bright eyes. I removed the sticky spider-webs that covered her head and wings.(状语从句；非谓语动词作伴随状语；定语从句)
当我张开手时，那只鸟并没有飞走；她坐着，用明亮的眼睛看着我。我把覆盖在她头上和翅膀上黏糊糊的蜘蛛网取下来。

④(2023·新高考Ⅰ卷)No one laughed harder than he did.(“否定词＋比较级”表示最高级)
没人比他笑得更厉害。

⑤(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷)David looked up at us, a pleasurable and relaxing smile appearing at the corners of his mouth.(独立主格作状语)
大卫抬头看着我们，嘴角浮现出愉快而放松的笑容。

3．体现语言的鲜活感
有些考生写的部分英文属于中式思维，同时有些单词缺乏升级意识。考虑词汇升级时，尤其要考虑形容词、副词和动词的巧妙运用，这些词能让语言更鲜活。请体会以下语境中动词、形容词或副词的妙处：

①(2023·浙江1月高考) It was a hummingbird, desperately trying to escape. She was covered in spider-webs and was barely able to move her wings.
那是一只蜂鸟， 拼命想挣脱。她被蜘蛛网覆盖着，翅膀几乎不能动。

②(2023·浙江1月高考)Having finished visiting my friend, I wandered alone along the path, kicking pebbles. 

拜访完我的朋友后，我踢着鹅卵石独自在小路上漫步。

③(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷)I sensed that his dilemma gave way to the trust in me，with his eyes twinkling with determination and hope.
我感觉到他的窘境让位于对我的信任，他的眼睛里闪烁着决心和希望。

④(2020·浙江7月高考)Mounting anger mingled with hunger overwhelming him, he smashed his paws frantically against the wire fence, thrusting his sharp claws at us. 

越来越多的夹杂着饥饿的愤怒压倒了他，他疯狂地用爪子猛击铁丝网，用锋利的爪子向我们刺来。

⑤But the water was smooth, the tide was flowing in, and a gentle wind was blowing toward the land.
水平如镜，潮水涌来，一阵轻柔的风吹向陆地。 
二、运用修辞手法为文章增色

“创造了新颖、丰富、合理的内容，富有逻辑性，续写完整，与原文情境融洽度高。”是读后续写题型赋分细则最高档的标准之一。当我们按照前面的步骤初步写完续写内容时，写作内容已经具备合理性、逻辑性、丰富性和完整性。为了做到与前文情境融洽度高，避免语言枯燥，可以适当用修辞手法进一步造势，使文字鲜活，具体逼真，增强语言的表现力。常用的修辞手法有比喻(明喻和暗喻)、拟人、夸张、平行结构等。

1.比喻之明喻
明喻是将具有共性的不同事物作对比。这种共性存在于人们的心里，而不是事物的自然属性，常带有比喻词，如like, as, seem, as if, as though等。恰到好处的明喻可以使文章生动活泼且烘托环境氛围。

①(2023·新高考Ⅰ卷)Dominated by an overwhelming sense of excitement and pride at his words, I simply stood there dumbfounded, and my feet, as if rooted to the ground, couldn't move a bit.
听到他的话，我感到无比兴奋和自豪，目瞪口呆地站在那里，我的脚好像扎根在地上，一点也动不了。

②(2023·新高考Ⅰ卷)The message reached me like a gentle whisper carried by the wind.
这消息像风携带的轻柔的低语一样传到了我的耳朵里。

③(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷)His body still rocked from side to side, with his name and number tag on his back flying up and down like the flag of permanent perseverance. 

他的身体仍在左右摇晃，背上的姓名和号码标签上下飘扬，像一面永远坚韧不拔的旗帜。

④He got out of the water as fast as lightning and climbed up a tree.
他如闪电般飞快地从水里出来，然后爬上一棵树。

2.比喻之暗喻
暗喻也是对两种具有共同特征的事物或现象进行对比，但与明喻不同的是暗喻的本体和喻体之间多通过be动词来联系，或者进行隐性比较，属于喻体直述式。暗喻往往可以激发读者的联想，使其对文本产生更深刻的认识。在读后续写中，一个得当的暗喻可以让阅卷者眼前一亮。

①My sister's hair was a flowing golden river streaming down over her shoulders.
我姐姐的头发像是一条流淌在她肩上的金色河流。

②The beautiful grassland was a scented carpet of colour.
这个美丽的草原如同一块芬芳的彩色地毯。

③My parents frowned as they knew they had a sea of troubles.
我的父母眉头紧皱，因为他们知道他们要面对的问题数不胜数。

3.拟人
拟人是把事物人格化，将本来不具备人类动作和感情的事物变得和人一样，使其具有人类的情感，做出人类的动作。适当地采用拟人化手法，能增强语言表达的感染力和生动性，使被描写对象栩栩如生，活灵活现。

①(2023·浙江1月高考)As I carried her up the blackberry-lined path toward my car where I kept a water bottle, she began to move. I stopped, and she soon took wing but did not immediately fly away. Hovering, she approached within six inches of my face. 

当我带着她沿着黑莓小径走向我在里面放了一个水瓶的车时，她开始动了起来。我停了下来，她很快就飞了起来，但没有立即飞走。她徘徊在离我的脸不到六英寸的地方。

②(2022·浙江1月高考)Days and nights witnessed my devotion to observing teenagers around us and interviewing them patiently and logically. 

日日夜夜，我专注于观察我们身边的青少年，耐心并头头是道地采访他们。

③The angry sea took hungry bites from the shore.
愤怒的大海饥渴地吞噬着海岸。

④The handsome houses on the street were not fully awake, but they looked friendly. 

街上那些漂亮的房子并没有完全睡醒，但它们看起来很友好。

4.夸张
夸张是指对表达对象进行有违常理或不合逻辑的描写，是为了强调而故意夸大事实，在数量、形状或程度上加以渲染以增强表达效果，用来抒发作者或说话人的强烈感情。 

①On our way, I held onto her little hand, and she beamed a smile that was brighter than the sun.
在路上，我抓住她的小手，她露出了比太阳还要灿烂的笑容。

②Lucy is a musical genius. Her performances always bring the house down.
露西非常有音乐天赋。她的表演总能赢得满堂彩。

③It is just the opening of lessons but it felt like I have a million things to do already.
这只是课程的开始，但感觉好像我有一百万件事情要做。
5.平行结构
平行结构，也称“排比”，是把结构相同或相似、意思相关、语气一致的几个词语或句子并列使用，结构上整齐匀称，节奏明快，读起来铿锵有力，有极强的说服力，能增强文章的表达效果和气势，深化主题。使用平行结构时需注意词性、结构和时态的一致。不能将词与句子并列，也不能将过去时与现在时并列。词汇、词组、句子和段落均可使用平行结构。

①(2023·新高考Ⅰ卷)But, like Revere's horse, I kept going. I worked hard. I checked my spelling. I asked my older sister to correct my grammar. I checked out a half-dozen books on Paul Revere from the library. I even read a few of them.

三、关注衔接，确保行文紧凑流畅

“有效地使用了语句间衔接手段，全文结构清晰，前后呼应，意义连贯。”是读后续写题型赋分细则最高档的标准之一。这里不仅提及了句与句之间的衔接，也对文章的整体连贯性做出了要求。在前面的写作步骤中我们已经做到了大方向的连贯，在此环节我们主要润色一下语句之间的流畅衔接以及句意之间的逻辑连贯性，以确保语言的顺畅感，短文结构的紧凑感。注意灵活使用以下衔接手段：

1．替代：避免重复，连接上下文，从而使文章更紧凑。 

Uncle Paul ... His wife Tina cooked us a delicious dinner and we got to know his sons Ryan and Kyle.(两次出现的单词his就是代替了前文中提到的Uncle Paul)
2．省略：避免重复，突出新信息，语言简练，紧密连接上下文。

(2022· 浙江1月高考)When visiting him, I noticed for the first time a sense of vulnerability on his face. (When visiting him为When I was visiting him的省略，此省略使句子更加简练)
3．近义词汇变换表达
在表述同一事物、概念时，可以使用同类词汇进行替代，这样不仅可以增加表达的多样性，也可以自然而然地将语篇进行有效衔接。

(1)近义词替换：使用近义词替换同类词语需要注意词语的形式问题，同时要保证替换的词语在语境中可以准确恰当地表达释义。

The flat at the top of the tower block was empty. It had been vacant for a long time.
塔楼顶部的那间公寓是空的，已经空置了很长时间了。

(2)上下义替换：上义词是对事物的概括性、抽象性的说明，下义词是事物的具体表现形式或对事物更为具体的说明。

Usually, people shout at us, insult us, and treat us like thieves. It's only 10：00 am. and I haven't had a single conversation without an offense.
通常，人们朝我们大叫，侮辱我们，把我们当贼对待。现在才上午十点，我还没有一次谈话是不被冒犯的。(使用“offense”指前句中所提及的“shout at us, insult us, treat us like thieves”等行为，形成上下义关系。三个动作层层递进，程度一步步加深，情感也随之加强，刻画出了人物所处环境之恶劣。)
4．准确使用常见的连接词
为了强调句子之间的逻辑关系，语篇中可以使用连接性质的词语进行语义逻辑的关联。常见的逻辑关系有转折 (however, though, whereas, while, but ...)、时间 (previously, meanwhile, finally, throughout, until ...)、因果 (as，so that, consequently, thus，because, since, on account of, owing to, thanks to ...)、条件 (if, as long as, unless, on condition that, on the assumption that ...)和让步 (though, although, even if/even though, as, nevertheless, whatever, despite ...)。

第七讲　善总结——8类常考主题的写作思维建模

在“立德树人、以文化人、‘五育’育人”的新高考命题背景下，读后续写的写作主题是有规可寻的。通过研究近几年的高考试题，我们可以发现：高考命题主要围绕“人与自我”“人与社会”“人与自然”三大主题语境，选取考生熟悉的、生活化的情境素材进行命题。为增强备考的针对性、实用性，笔者归纳整理出8类热考话题，供考生考前总结领悟及考前练笔使用。

热考话题一　个人成长

个人成长类话题的读后续写是高考热考话题。 2021年浙江6月高考的读后续写借叙述作者如何支配暑假工作报酬这件事来强调个人成长以及对劳动的认识；2023年新高考Ⅰ卷中的读后续写叙述了一名把英语作为第二语言的学生在老师的鼓励下，克服困难，参加写作比赛并获奖的个人成长故事，说明了兴趣、创造力、意志力在个人成长道路上的重要性。此类话题旨在引导考生理解成长的意义与责任，帮助他们树立坚定的人生目标，形成积极的生活态度。
