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一、应用文的文体特点及读文技法

应用文是最贴近日常生活的文体，常见于阅读理解中，题材各异，措辞简洁明了，直截了当，其目的是向读者传输信息。文章一般采用“总—分”式或平行式两种行文方式。其命题主要考查考生提取信息和处理信息的能力，既注重特定细节的筛选、类比、综合，又注重推理判断能力，题目设置相对容易。读文时根据所提问题用寻读、跳读的方法可以达到事半功倍的效果。

[典例]　(2023·新高考Ⅱ卷·阅读A篇)

Yellowstone National Park offers a variety of ranger programs throughout the park, and throughout the year. The following are descriptions of the ranger programs this summer.
Experiencing Wildlife in Yellowstone (May 26 to September 2)

本文是一篇应用文，属于“人与自然”主题语境中的环境保护。文章采用了“总—分”的行文方式介绍了美国黄石国家公园的四个护林员项目。文章小标题醒目，重点突出，条理清晰，并用粗体字使文章结构更加鲜明。此类文章地方类名词较多，同时使用了缩略词、祈使句、省略句等，句子结构简单。阅读时，一定要先读题目及选项，后读文章，并按照题目顺序与段落顺序保持一致的原则快速查找信息，比对选项，进而得出答案。

二、记叙文的文体特点及读文技法

记叙文以写人、叙事、写景、状物为主，以人物的经历和事物发展变化为主要内容的一种文体形式。其特点是主题往往蕴含在字里行间，需要透过表面理解、领悟其深层含义，通过归纳概括来进行提炼。写作手法大多按时间或空间顺序展开。阅读时应采取略读和扫读的方法，快速抓住文中描写的主要内容，从整体上把握文章的脉络。文章一般具有“双线”，一方面要依据时空的顺序和故事的发展明确故事人物关系，理清故事主要事件以及它们之间的内在联系；另一方面，要根据人物的处境和描写、议论时所用的特定词语来准确把握人物的情感与态度，把握人物的情感线索，做到入情入境。

[阅读理解·例文]

(2023·全国乙卷·阅读B篇)Living in Iowa and trying to become a photographer specializing in landscape (风景) can be quite a challenge, mainly because the corn state lacks geographical variation.
Although landscapes in the Midwest tend to be quite similar, either farm fields or highways, sometimes I find distinctive character in the hills or lakes. To make some of my landscape shots, I have traveled up to four hours away to shoot within a 10-minute time frame. I tend to travel with a few of my friends to state parks or to the countryside to go on adventures and take photos along the way.
Being at the right place at the right time is decisive in any style of photography.I often leave early to seek the right destinations so I can set up early to avoid missing the moment I am attempting to photograph. I have missed plenty of beautiful sunsets/sunrises due to being on the spot only five minutes before the best moment.
One time my friends and I drove three hours to Devil's Lake, Wisconsin, to climb the purple quartz (石英) rock around the lake. After we found a crazy-looking road that hung over a bunch of rocks, we decided to photograph the scene at sunset. The position enabled us to look over the lake with the sunset in the background. We managed to leave this spot to climb higher because of the spare time until sunset. However, we did not mark the route (路线) so we ended up almost missing the sunset entirely. Once we found the place, it was stressful getting lights and cameras set up in the limited time. Still, looking back on the photos, they are some of my best shots though they could have been so much better if I would have been prepared and managed my time wisely.

阅读故事叙述型文章时，应精读首尾段，总结文章的主旨；扫读中间部分，根据时间、地点线索查找细节信息；同时根据字里行间的描写把握主人公的情感态度。

[读后续写·例文]
(2023·新高考Ⅰ卷)When I was in middle school, my social studies teacher asked me to enter a writing contest. I said no without thinking. I did not love writing. My family came from Brazil, so English was only my second language. Writing was so difficult and painful for me that my teacher had allowed me to present my paper on the sinking of the Titanic by acting out a play, where I played all the parts.No one laughed harder than he did.
So, why did he suddenly force me to do something at which I was sure to fail? His reply: “Because I love your stories. If you're willing to apply yourself, I think you have a good shot at this.” Encouraged by his words, I agreed to give it a try.
I chose Paul Revere's horse as my subject. Paul Revere was a silversmith (银匠) in Boston who rode a horse at night on April 18,1775 to Lexington to warn people that British soldiers were coming. My story would come straight from the horse's mouth. Not a brilliant idea, but funny; and unlikely to be anyone else's choice.
What did the horse think, as he sped through the night? Did he get tired? Have doubts? Did he want to quit? I sympathized immediately. I got tired. I had doubts. I wanted to quit.But, like Revere's horse, I kept going. I worked hard. I checked my spelling. I asked my older sister to correct my grammar. I checked out a half-dozen books on Paul Revere from the library. I even read a few of them.
When I handed in the essay to my teacher, he read it, laughed out loud, and said, “Great. Now, write it again.” I wrote it again, and again and again. When I finally finished it, the thought of winning had given way to the enjoyment of writing. If I didn't win, I wouldn't care.

本文是一篇记叙文，属于“人与自我”主题语境中的生活与学习。文章讲述了一名英语为第二语言的中学生在老师的鼓励下参加写作比赛并通过努力取得优异成绩的故事。

记叙文常包含两条线，即故事线和情感线，通过梳理这两条线索，可以容易地把握整个故事的主旨。本文的故事线是“拒绝→同意尝试→尽力→喜欢写作”，情感线是“困惑的→坚定的→快乐的”，从而推出故事要表达的主旨是“努力会带来好结果”。续写时根据提供的开头语，在续写故事情节发展的同时，适时插入主人公的情感变化，确保故事情节的完美衔接，最后升华主题，讲述作者的感悟。

三、说明文的文体特点及读文技法

说明文通常通过举例子、作比较、分类别、析结果、列数字和作引用等手法，具体描述一项研究或者介绍一项新产品、新技术等，让读者了解信息。其行文方式一般有：总分式(“总—分”式、“总—分—总”式)、递进式(由浅入深、由表及里、由现象到本质，逐层递进，剖析事理)、并列式(文章各部分内容没有主次轻重之分)以及对照式(通过两个事物的对照和比较说明其异同)等。

[阅读理解·例文]

(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷·阅读C篇)The elderly residents (居民) in care homes in London are being given hens to look after to stop them feeling lonely.
The project was dreamed up by a local charity (慈善组织) to reduce loneliness and improve elderly people's wellbeing. It is also being used to help patients suffering dementia, a serious illness of the mind. Staff in care homes have reported a reduction in the use of medicine where hens are in use.
Among those taking part in the project is 80-year-old Ruth Xavier. She said：“I used to keep hens when I was younger and had to prepare their breakfast each morning before I went to school.
“I like the project a lot. I am down there in my wheelchair in the morning letting the hens out and down there again at night to see they've gone to bed.
“It's good to have a different focus. People have been bringing their children in to see the hens and residents come and sit outside to watch them. I'm enjoying the creative activities, and it feels great to have done something useful.”
There are now 700 elderly people looking after hens in 20 care homes in the North East, and the charity has been given financial support to roll it out countrywide.
Wendy Wilson, extra care manager at 60 Penfold Street, one of the first to embark_on the project, said：“Residents really welcome the idea of the project and the creative sessions. We are looking forward to the benefits and fun the project can bring to people here.”
Lynn Lewis, director of Notting Hill Pathways, said：“We are happy to be taking part in the project. It will really help connect our residents through a shared interest and creative activities.”

本文属于现象解释性说明文，采用了递进式的行文方式。
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[触类旁通]

说明文大多向读者介绍新鲜的事物，这一文体特征就决定了文章内多有生僻词汇和复杂难懂句式，相比其他体裁的文章，阅读难度较大。阅读时，应把握文章结构，弄清作者所要说明的事物，尤其要重点阅读对现象的解释和评价，这是设题考查的重心所在。

[阅读七选五·例文]

(2023·全国乙卷)Indoor plants might look as if they just sit around not doing much, but in many ways they are the unsung heroes of the home. Not_only_do_they_look_beautiful,_but studies have shown that they can promote people's wellbeing by improving their mood (心情), reducing stress and helping their memory. What's more, indoor plants are easy to look after and are not very expensive.
What are indoor plants?
Indoor plants, also known as houseplants or pot plants, are plants that like to grow indoors. Many of these species (物种) are not ideally suited to growing outside in the UK, especially in the winter. Instead,_they_grow_better_inside,_where_it_is_warmer.
Why are indoor plants good for you?
Will Spoelstra, who works at the Royal Botanic Gardens，says, “There_are_many_benefits_to_growing_plants_indoors. I find during the winter months, plants around the house can really lift your mood.” Several studies have backed this up and found that indoor plants can improve creativity, focus and memory. There is also research showing that pot plants can clean the air around them by removing harmful gases, such as carbon dioxide. They also remove some harmful chemicals from paints or cooking. Plants_like_peace_lilies_and_devil's_ivy_are_among_the_best.
Which plants can you grow?
Aloe vera, peace lilies and spider plants are some of the species that are easy to grow indoors. You can buy plants from supermarkets, garden centres or online. Younger plants are often cheaper than fully grown ones, and you get to care for them as they mature — which is part of the joy of owning plants.“Learning_about_the_requirements_of_each_plant_can_be_very_rewarding，” Spoelstra says. “It can bring a new interest and focus into people's lives and help to make the link between home and nature.”

在做说明文体的阅读七选五时，要充分利用文章的小标题，它们是段落主旨，可以帮助考生更好地理解文章的逻辑结构。

四、议论文的文体特点及读文技法

议论文是一种剖析事物、论述事理、发表意见、提出主张的文体。作者通过摆事实、讲道理、辨是非等方法，直接阐述自己的观点，表明自己的态度。议论文的三要素是论点、论据和论证。论点是一篇文章的灵魂、统帅；论据是支撑论点的材料；论证是用论据来证明论点的方法和过程。文章大多以“提出问题—分析问题—解决问题”的结构行文。因此，在阅读议论文时，应该从结构和内容两方面同时入手，先通读原文，再区分事实和观点，明确论点、论据和论证，明晰作者最后得出的结论。

[典例](2023·新高考Ⅰ卷·阅读D篇)
On March 7, 1907, the English statistician Francis Galton published a paper which illustrated what has come to be known as the “wisdom of crowds” effect. The experiment of estimation he conducted showed that in some cases, the average of a large number of independent estimates could be quite accurate.
This effect capitalizes on the fact that when people make errors, those errors aren't always the same. Some people will tend to overestimate, and some to underestimate. When enough of these errors are averaged together, they cancel each other out, resulting in a more accurate estimate. If people are similar and tend to make the same errors, then their errors won't cancel each other out. In more technical terms, the wisdom of crowds requires that people's estimates be independent. If for whatever reasons, people's errors become correlated or dependent, the accuracy of the estimate will go down.
But a new study led by Joaquin Navajas offered an interesting twist (转折) on this classic phenomenon. The key finding of the study was that when crowds were further divided into smaller groups that were allowed to have a discussion, the averages from these groups were more accurate than those from an equal number of independent individuals. For instance, the average obtained from the estimates of four discussion groups of five was significantly more accurate than the average obtained from 20 independent individuals.
In a follow-up study with 100 university students, the researchers tried to get a better sense of what the group members actually did in their discussion. Did they tend to go with those most confident about their estimates? Did they follow those least willing to change their minds? This happened some of the time, but it wasn't the dominant response. Most frequently, the groups reported that they “shared arguments and reasoned together.” Somehow, these arguments and reasoning resulted in a global reduction in error.
Although the studies led by Navajas have limitations and many questions remain, the potential implications for group discussion and decision-making are enormous.

二、读文指导(1)——如何破解生僻词汇

近几年高考越来越注重对考生阅读理解能力的考查，主要体现在在阅读文本中融入一些专有名词、熟词生义、合成词、派生词等，这些通常会给考生造成一定的理解障碍，无法准确理解文章内容及作者意图。正确处理阅读中遇到的生词，掌握一定的猜测生词词义的技巧，对于理解文章及答题都非常重要。对于生词(包括熟词僻义词汇)一般有下面几种策略：

1.无关紧要的词汇——跳过去
在阅读过程中，如果发现很多以大写字母开头的生词或者一连串的斜体单词，可以快速略过，只需判定生词是哪类事物即可，比如人名、地名、作品名(常用斜体)、报刊名(常用斜体)、物种名、机构组织名等，无需弄明白其具体所指。这些单词一般不会影响对文章大意的理解。

[典例]　(2023·全国乙卷·阅读D篇)
The clearest example of this between literate and non-literate history is perhaps the first conflict, at Botany Bay, between Captain Cook's voyage and the Australian Aboriginals.
[分析]　对本段中出现的Botany Bay和Captain Cook这类首字母大写的单词，不要过多纠缠，尽管放心大胆地“跳过去”，它们是专有名词，不需要深究其含义，只需知道它们是地名和人名即可。
2.最熟悉的陌生词——细推敲
高考语篇中生词的数量是有限制的，但是高考对课标词汇的释义考查是没有限制的。很多单词本身有很多释义，考生所熟知的通常是教材中给出的最常用的释义，而命题人在设计试题时，所给单词的含义不会局限于考生熟悉的含义。有时基于命题的需要或者有意考查考生对词汇的掌握能力，命题者会在试题中给出一些熟悉的单词但其含义却是考生较为陌生的。有些单词的生义与熟义相近，考生根据单词的熟义和语境很容易就能推测出生义，但有些单词的生义与熟义大相径庭，需要考生结合语境仔细推敲来确定单词的含义。

[例1]　(2023·新高考Ⅰ卷·阅读B篇)
When John Todd was a child, he loved to explore the woods around his house, observing how nature solved problems. A dirty stream, for example, often became clear after flowing through plants and along rocks where tiny creatures lived. When he got older, John started to wonder if this process could be used to clean up the messes people were making.
[分析]　clear 熟义为“明白的，清楚的”。根据句中的stream (小溪)和flow (流动，流淌)可猜测这里表示的是“清澈的，透明的”。
[例2]　(2023·新高考Ⅱ卷·阅读B篇)
And at first it is，says Abby Jaramillo, who with another teacher started Urban Sprouts, a school garden program at four low-income schools.
[分析]　start熟义为“开始”。在这里用作动词，结合宾语“Urban Sprouts”可猜测这里表示“发起，创办”。
3.似曾相识的词汇——巧拆解
在阅读过程中，考生可以根据构词法猜测出某些长难单词的含义。构词法主要有三种：派生、合成和转化。派生是指一个词或词根加上前缀或后缀后构成另一个词；合成则是两个或更多的词合成一个新词；转化是由一种词性转化为另一种词性。掌握构词法有助于考生准确地猜测生词的意思，高效阅读。

类型1　顾名思义秒猜合成词
[例1]　(2023·全国乙卷·阅读C篇)
It's thanks to these TV chefs rather than any advertising campaign that Britons are turning away from meat-and-two-veg and ready-made meals and becoming more adventurous in their cooking habits. 

拆词解意：ready(准备好的)＋made(制作)→ready-made(现成的，做好的) 
[例2]　(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷·阅读D篇)
A ground-breaking, five-year study shows that diet-related changes in human bite led to new speech sounds that are now found in half the world's languages.
拆词解意：①ground(地)＋break(使破碎)＋-ing→ground-breaking(开辟新天地的，开拓性的)

②diet(日常饮食)＋related(相关的)→diet-related(与日常饮食相关的)
类型2　词缀辨义巧推派生词
[例3]　(2023·浙江1月高考·阅读C篇)
Meaning emerges through a process of social interaction, not of computation, interaction that shapes the content of the symbols in our heads.
拆词解意：inter-(共同，互相，彼此)＋action (行为)→interaction(交流，互动)
[例4]　(2021·全国乙卷·阅读C篇)
You've heard that plastic is polluting the oceans — between 4.8 and 12.7 million tonnes enter ocean ecosystems every year ... He builds massive sculptures out of plastic garbage, forcing viewers to re-examine their relationship to single-use plastic products.
At the beginning of the year, the artist built a piece called “Strawpocalypse，” a pair of 10-foot-tall plastic waves, frozen mid-crash.
拆词解意：①eco-(生态的)＋system(系统)→ecosystem(生态系统)

②mid-(当中)＋crash(碰撞)→mid-crash(在碰撞中)

[注意]　利用构词法猜测单词含义有时并不准确，例如前缀un- 通常表示“不，非，反”，但有些利用这个前缀构成的派生词并无否定含义(如unloose“松开”等)，所以考生在利用构词法猜测词义后，还要在语境中进行验证，切不可脱离语境。
4.生僻障碍词汇——看语境
阅读理解语篇中会出现一些生词，这些词不能通过构词法来猜测，它们往往是考生做题的拦路虎，需要考生利用上下文语境提供的线索猜测词义。(具体方法将在后面“第三讲”中详细阐述。) 

三、读文指导(2)——如何破译复杂句式

学生读不懂文章，除了生僻词汇之外，另一个常见原因就是一些复杂长难句的存在影响了学生对文意的理解。下面就结合长难句的类型给予具体指导。

1．复杂简单句的破解　——忽略不重要信息，留主干
考生在遇到这类长难句时，首先应迅速找出句子的主干(主谓宾结构)；其次找出主语、谓语和宾语各自的修饰语，如定语、状语等；最后，忽略它的修饰成分，即忽略不重要的信息，留主干和关键内容。这样，就能快速、准确地理解这类句子所表达的中心意思。

[典例]　(2023·新高考Ⅰ卷·阅读C篇)
In these chapters, I examine issues such as the importance of solitude (独处) and the necessity of cultivating high-quality leisure to replace the time most now spent on mindless device use.
[分析]　这是个复杂的简单句。先忽略不重要的信息(介词短语In these chapters作状语；such as the importance of solitude and the necessity of cultivating high-quality leisure作定语；动词不定式短语to replace the time作目的状语；过去分词短语most now spent on mindless device use作后置定语)，留主干和关键部分(I examine issues)。这样就将长难句化解为简单的短句。
[句意]　在这些章节中，我研究了一些问题，比如独处的重要性，以及培养高质量休闲的必要性，以取代现在大部分花在无意识地使用电子设备上的时间。
2．含有多个简单句的并列句　——找并列连词，意群阅读法
含有多个简单句的并列句是由并列连词(and, but, or等)或分号(；)把两个或两个以上的简单句连在一起构成的句子。意群阅读法是突破这类长难句非常有效的一种方法，即以意群而不是单词为最小阅读单位的一种快速阅读方法。考生首先找到并列连词，然后把全句分解为若干个意群。这样，化整为零，各个击破，就能轻松、准确地理解这类长难句。

[典例]　 (2023·全国乙卷·阅读D篇)
Ideally a history would bring together texts and objects, and some chapters of this book are able to do just that, but in many cases we simply can't.
[分析]　这是个含有三个简单句的并列句。首先找到连接两个简单句的并列连词：and和but，接着把这个含有三个简单句的并列句划分为3个意群，然后对每个简单句进行整体理解，各个击破。
[句意]　理想情况下，历史应该将文本和对象结合在一起，本书的某些章节能够做到这一点，但在许多情况下，我们根本做不到。
3．含有多个从句的复合句　——寻关联，辨逻辑
含有多个从句的复合句其实是由主句与若干分句组成的复合句，可谓“句中套句”，逻辑层次多，结构错综复杂。在答题时间有限的情况下，如果考生没有扎实的语言基本功，就很难在短时间内理出头绪。

寻找主句与各种从句之间的关键词(分句的引导词或关联词)是破解含有多个从句的复合句的有效方法。阅读时，先找引导词或关联词，然后根据引导词或关联词分辨出句子之间的逻辑关系。抓住了引导词或关联词，就可以将长难句变为简单句，从而能够分别弄清主句和从句的意义。通过将句子化整为零的方法，各个击破，这类长难句也就容易理解了。

[典例]　(2023·新高考Ⅱ卷·阅读D篇)
Naming each nature experience creates a usable language, which helps people recognize and take part in the activities that are most satisfying and meaningful to them.
[分析]　句子主干是Naming each nature experience creates a usable language; which引导定语从句，修饰先行词language。该定语从句中又包含另一个定语从句 that are most satisfying and meaningful to them，修饰先行词activities。
[句意]　给每种自然体验命名可以创造出一种可用的语言，它有助于帮助人们认识和参与对他们来说最令人满意和有意义的活动。
4．并列复合句的破解　——找并列连词，寻关联逻辑
一些长句其实是由若干分句组成的并列复合句，而这些并列复合句之间需要一些关联词来连接。如果考生找准这些关联词，就能够弄清楚句与句之间的逻辑关系，进而弄清楚主句的意义和各从句的意义，这样长句就容易理解了。要掌握此方法必须对英语中常见的关联词熟记于心。

[典例]　(2023·新高考Ⅱ卷·阅读D篇)
Past research has found health and wellness benefits of nature for humans, but a new study shows that wildness in urban areas is extremely important for human well-being.
[分析]　这是一个由转折连词but连接的并列复合句。but前第一个分句为“主谓宾状”结构的简单句，but后第二个分句为复合句，其中that引导宾语从句，作shows的宾语。
[句意]　过去的研究发现，自然对人类的健康有益，但一项新的研究表明，城市地区的野生环境对人类的福祉极其重要。
第一讲　细节理解题——细心就能做对

细节理解题主要考查考生对文中细节信息的理解。考生需要根据不同的设问角度阅读原文，以获取某些特定的信息或准确地寻找所需的细节。

一、细节理解题的设问方式与选项特征

1．常见设问方式
(1)特殊疑问句形式。以when，where，what，which, who, how much/many等疑问词引出问题。这是最常见的设问形式。

(2)以“According to ...”开头的提问形式。

二、细节理解题的常见题型与解题技法

(一)直接信息题和数字计算题
1．直接信息题
直接信息题比较简单，一般能在文中直接找到明确的信息，往往只考查文章中的个别事实，通常只涉及原文一两句话的信息。

　解此类试题常用“定位比对”法。解题流程如下：

	在题干中标注定位词

	第二步
	在原文中查找与定位词或其近义词相关的信息句

	第三步
	比对选项与信息句，锁定答案


2．数字计算题
通常会涉及时间、年龄、价钱、数量、距离等的简单计算。一般来说，计算量都比较小，容易计算，但需要找出计算背后所隐含的信息。这些“暗”信息会涉及对某个复杂句的理解，从这个角度上讲，理解文中相应的复杂句是解这类题的关键。

　解此类试题常用“整合推算”法。解题流程如下：

(二)间接信息题和综合信息题
1．间接信息题
此类试题相比直接信息题，命题的隐蔽性更强，正确选项一般都会在原文基础上进行改造。解答间接信息题时，要做到“两关注”“一防范”。“两关注”是指关注正确选项的两个特征：一是同义词替换或释义，即把文中的语言(词汇和结构)改头换面，来表达相同的意思；二是对文章信息的归纳。“一防范”是指防范干扰选项的逼真性，稍有不慎就会落入命题人设置的陷阱中。

综合信息题涉及一段内的多个信息或多段内容，且各个细节信息都能在文章中找到，因此考生要综合细节信息，认真分析、概括和归纳得出正确答案。

　解此类试题常用“概括归纳”法。解题流程如下：

Costs would be cut and operations would be more efficient (高效) across the board.

第二讲　推理判断题——重在合情合理

推理判断题是指在理解原文字面意义的基础上，通过对语篇逻辑关系的分析和细节的暗示，做出合情的推理和符合文意的判断。根据近几年高考来看，推断隐含意义、写作意图、观点态度为高频考点，而推断下段内容、文章出处、读者对象等为低频考点。推理判断题的解题基本原则是：合文意、合情理，不可妄加推断、过度推断。

一、把握推理判断题的命题特点

1．常见设问方式
(1)What can we infer from the text?

(2)What can be inferred from the last paragraph?

(3)What is the author's main purpose in writing the text?

(4)What is the purpose of this text?

(5)What's the author's attitude towards ...?

(6)Where does this passage probably come from?

(7)Where can the text be found?

(8)Which of the following can best describe ...?

2．正确选项特征

二、熟悉推理判断题的三种常考题型

 题型(一)　细节推理判断题
细节推理判断题要求考生根据语篇内容，推断具体细节，如时间、地点、人物关系、人物身份、事件等。一般可根据短文提供的信息，或者借助生活常识进行推理判断。考生只有正确把握文章的内在联系，理解文章的真正含义，才可能做出准确的推断。注意题干中常用的六个动词：infer (推断), indicate (象征，暗示), imply (暗示), suggest (表明), conclude (得出结论)和assume (假定，设想)。

[例1]　(2023·全国甲卷·阅读D篇节选)
Obviously, if precautions (预防) aren't taken, grizzlies can become troublesome, sometimes killing farm animals or walking through yards in search of food. If people remove food and attractants from their yards and campsites, grizzlies will typically pass by without trouble. Putting electric fencing around chicken houses and other farm animal quarters is also highly effective at getting grizzlies away. “Our hope is to have a clean, attractant-free place where bears can pass through without learning bad habits，” says James Jonkel, longtime biologist who manages bears in and around Missoula.
35．What can be inferred from the last paragraph?

A．Food should be provided for grizzlies.
B．People can live in harmony with grizzlies.
C．A special path should be built for grizzlies.
D．Technology can be introduced to protect grizzlies.
分析：这是一道细节推理判断题。根据节选段中的“If people remove food and attractants ... is also highly effective at getting grizzlies away.”可知，如果人们把食物和引诱剂从他们的院子和露营地移走，灰熊通常会安然通过。在鸡舍和其他农场动物生活区周围设置电动围栏也能有效地赶走灰熊。由此可以推断，人类可以和灰熊和谐共处。故选B。
 题型(二)　观点、态度推理判断题
1．文章的观点或结论推理判断题
此类试题问的不一定是全文的中心思想或作者的全文观点，可能只是文章中的某一片段的观点。但要推测文中某一观点，仍离不开对全文中心思想的把握，因为它们在语义上是紧密相连的，次要的观点是支撑说明全文主要观点的。所以理解全文的主要观点或中心思想对正确解答此类试题至关重要。

2．作者态度、语气推理判断题
此类试题往往通过作者在文章里的措辞、感情色彩表现出来，并常常用一些词汇进行表述。因此考生必须透过字里行间察其端倪，以此作为前提进行推理。

[例2]　(2023·浙江1月高考·阅读B篇节选)
Zero waste was a radical lifestyle movement a few years back.I remember showing my parents a video of Bea Johnson, sharing how cool I thought it would be to buy groceries with jars, and have so little trash！A few days later, I came back with my first jars of zero waste groceries, and my dad commented on how silly it was for me to carry jars everywhere. It came off as a bit discouraging.
25．What was the attitude of the author's father toward buying groceries with jars?

A．He disapproved of it.
B．He was sympathetic to it.
C．He was tolerant of it.
D．He didn't care about it.
分析：此题考查对观点态度的判断。根据节选段中的 “my dad commented on how silly ...jars everywhere” 可知，作者的父亲说作者到哪里都拿着罐子是愚蠢的，这令作者感到沮丧。由silly这一暗示情感态度的表达可以判断，父亲对作者在“零浪费”生活方式上做的尝试并不赞同。故选A。
 题型(三)　写作意图推理判断题
写作意图推理判断题要求考生根据文章的论述，揣测作者的写作意图及运用某种写作手法的目的。作者一般不直接陈述自己的意图，而是通过文章所提供的事实，客观地使读者信服某种想法或观点。这类题型不但要求考生能理解文章的大意，同时还要具备对作者阐述问题的方法进行分析和归纳总结的能力。

[例3]　(2023·浙江1月高考·阅读C篇)
A machine can now not only beat you at chess, it can also outperform you in debate. Last week, in a public debate in San Francisco, a software program called Project Debater beat its human opponents, including Noa Ovadia, Israel's former national debating champion.
Brilliant though it is，Project Debater has some weaknesses. It takes sentences from its library of documents and prebuilt arguments and strings them together.This can lead to the kinds of errors no human would make. Such wrinkles will no doubt be ironed out, yet they also point to a fundamental problem. As Kristian Hammond, professor of electrical engineering and computer science at Northwestern University, put it: “There's never a stage at which the system knows what it's talking about.”
What Hammond is referring to is the question of meaning, and meaning is central to what distinguishes the least intelligent of humans from the most intelligent of machines. A computer works with symbols. Its program specifies a set of rules to transform one string of symbols into another. But it does not specify what those symbols mean. Indeed, to a computer，meaning is irrelevant.Humans，in thinking, talking, reading and writing, also work with symbols. But for humans, meaning is everything. When we communicate, we communicate meaning. What matters is not just the outside of a string of symbols, but the inside too, not just how they are arranged but what they mean.
Meaning emerges through a process of social interaction, not of computation, interaction that shapes the content of the symbols in our heads. The rules that assign meaning lie not just inside our heads, but also outside, in society, in social memory, social conventions and social relations. It is this that distinguishes humans from machines. And that's why, however astonishing Project Debater may seem, the tradition that began with Socrates and Confucius will not end with artificial intelligence.

三、灵活运用6大解题技法

推理判断题的题型多样，考查内容灵活，在解题时可依据设问角度灵活运用以下6类解题技法。

技法(一)　根据特定信息，运用逆向思维进行推断
有些推理判断题，可根据题干提供的信息，到原文中去抓关键信息，然后进行分析、推理、判断，利用逆向思维，从而得出正确的结论。

[例1]　(2023·全国乙卷·阅读B篇节选)
One time my friends and I drove three hours to Devil's Lake, Wisconsin, to climb the purple quartz (石英) rock around the lake. After we found a crazy-looking road that hung over a bunch of rocks, we decided to photograph the scene at sunset. The position enabled us to look over the lake with the sunset in the background. We managed to leave this spot to climb higher because of the spare time until sunset. However, we did not mark the route (路线) so we ended up almost missing the sunset entirely. Once we found the place, it was stressful getting lights and cameras set up in the limited time. Still, looking back on the photos, they are some of my best shots though they could have been so much better if I would have been prepared and managed my time wisely.
26．What can we infer from the author's trip with friends to Devil's Lake?

A．They went crazy with the purple quartz rock.
B．They felt stressed while waiting for the sunset.
C．They reached the shooting spot later than expected.
D．They had problems with their equipment.
分析：根据题干中的“Devil's Lake”定位到节选段。根据所给段落中的“However, we did not mark the route ... it was stressful getting lights and cameras set up in the limited time.”可知，文中描述的是作者和朋友几乎完全错过了日落，之后安置拍摄设备的时间就非常有限了，由此可逆向推断出他们比预想的到达时间晚。故选C。
技法(二)　整合全文(段)信息进行推断

The goal of this book is to make the case for digital minimalism, including a detailed exploration of what it asks and why it works, and then to teach you how to adopt this philosophy if you decide it's right for you.
To do so, I divided the book into two parts. In part one, I describe the philosophical foundations of digital minimalism, starting with an examination of the forces that are making so many people's digital lives increasingly intolerable, before moving on to a detailed discussion of the digital minimalism philosophy.
Part one concludes by introducing my suggested method for adopting this philosophy：the digital declutter. This process requires you to step away from optional online activities for thirty days. Each chapter concludes with a collection of practices, which are designed to help you act on the big ideas of the chapter. You can view these practices as a toolbox meant to aid your efforts to build a minimalist lifestyle that works for your particular circumstances.

文章是作者抒发感情、表达观点的一种方式。因此，很多文章，尤其是记叙文和议论文，其语境都有一定的褒贬性，这种褒贬性反映了主人公的特定心理和情绪状态以及作者的写作意图。利用好文章的语境褒贬性就能在把握主旨的基础上对文章进行准确地逻辑判断。找出反映语境褒贬性及变化的标志性词汇或句子，对掌握文章主旨大意、了解主人公的心理特点及情感变化，从而正确地进行逻辑推断很有用处。

此方法适用于推断作者及文中人物的观点、态度、情感等。观点和态度一般分为三类：支持或反对、乐观或悲观、主观或客观。作者的这种思想倾向和感情色彩往往隐含在文章的字里行间。解答此类题目应多注意行文中的措辞，特别是具有感情色彩的形容词或副词。

做推断写作意图题时，考生应对整篇文章有完整、准确的理解，从总体上把握文章的主题，善于抓住文中的关键词或关键句。对文章的引申含义进行分析，整合与题目相关的信息，综合起来去把握写作意图，确定最佳结论。

2．推理不是凭空猜测，而是立足已知推断未知，因此正确选项一定能在文中找到依据或理由；

3．不能以自己的观点代替作者的想法，脱离原文的主观臆断都是错误的。

(2023·镇江模拟)Budha Magar, a double above-the-knee amputee (被截肢者), is working with an all-Nepali team to attempt to conquer the world's highest mountain in May. Though he will be kitted out (装备) with special climbing legs, he will essentially be crawling up Everest using his hands.
He estimates it will take him three times longer than able-bodied climbers to reach the summit (顶峰), though he is confident he will be faster than average on the ladder sections because of his superior upper body strength. 第三讲　词句猜测题——抓住“暗示”破题

	　　猜测词句类题目是高考阅读理解的常考题型，这类题型针对语篇中一些关键性的单词、短语或句子进行设问，要求考生猜测其含义。这些需要猜测的单词、短语或句子往往与上下文有紧密的逻辑关系，文章中往往会提供和这些词句相关的定义解释、提示词或者句子结构等，考生做题时要善于寻找并捕捉这些隐性提示，并关联上下文意进行猜测。这类题型分为词义猜测题、代词指代题和句意猜测题。

一、词义猜测题——灵活运用“5大技法”

分析：“Safe！”是作者滑滑板时最喜欢的语言，也是整篇文章的题眼。画线词所在句子的上文描述了“safe”的安慰作用，即“don't worry about it”。而本句则描述了自己一次完美的落地，结合本句 “when I landed the trick, my friends beat their boards loud, shouting ...”所提供的情景，再结合生活常识可知，当作者成功掌握了落地技巧的时候，朋友们会夸赞他动作完成得很棒。故选B。
二、代词指代题——“就近原则”找指代

代词指代题旨在考查考生根据上下文猜测代词的指代意义的能力。代词多是“it, that, he, him, those”等，可以指代上文提到的人或物，it和that还可以指代一件事。有时代词指代的对象相隔较远，要认真查找；有时需要对前面提到的内容进行总结，才能得出代词所指代的内容。

句意猜测题通常需要考生猜测一个具有概括性的句子的意思，要求考生通过分析上下文语境，理解句子表达的含义。考生可以在原文中找到该句，进行语法和逻辑关系分析，首先要理解句子前后的语境，然后将句子的意思与语境相结合进行推断，做出选择。

Teachers make more accurate assessments of learning difficulties among their students if they are given AI-generated feedback (反馈) rather than an “expert solution” written by a qualified professional. Researchers believe that because the AI analyzed the teacher's own work, it's easier for the teacher to understand than a “model answer” prepared beforehand.
“Teachers play a critical role in recognizing the signs of disorders and learning difficulties in pupils and referring them to specialists，” said Riikka Hofmann. “Unfortunately, many of them feel that they have not had sufficient opportunity to practice these skills. AI could provide an extra level of individualized feedback to help them develop these essential competences.”
Trainee teachers were asked to assess fictionalized students for potential learning difficulties, based on evidence including examples of their work, school behavior records and written texts of conversations with parents. Half of the trainees received the “expert solution”， typical of the material given to trainee teachers, while the other half received AI-generated feedback on their approach, highlighting where they could improve. The trainees then completed similar follow-up assessments, and were graded both on the accuracy of their diagnoses (诊断) and on how well they had used the evidence. Trainees who received the AI feedback scored significantly higher than those who worked with the pre-written expert solutions.
While the researchers said this does not mean AI is preferable to one-to-one feedback from a skilled expert, this is not always available for trainee teachers. “We are not arguing that AI should replace teacher-educators: new teachers still need expert guidance on how to recognize learning difficulties in the first place，” said Dr Michael Sailer. “It does seem, however, that AI-generated feedback helped these trainees to focus on what they really needed to learn. When personal feedback is not readily available, it could be an effective substitute (代替物)．”

主旨大意题是阅读理解中考生失分最多的题目，因为该类试题不仅考查考生略读文章、领会大意的能力，也对考生的归纳、概括能力提出了较高的要求。此题型在文章中没有明显的解题依据，需要考生从文章中抽取、提炼一些关键词、主题句进行加工概括，才能归纳出文章的主旨。所以，遇到主旨大意题时切勿草率作答，一定要读完、读通文章后再做判定，建议考生把此类题目放到最后来做。此类题型可分为三大类，即标题归纳题、文章大意题和段落大意题。其选项具有以下特点：

(2023·天门三模)Reading is a complex and crucial skill that impacts the youth's ability to perform as students. Therefore, it's important to develop reading skills during childhood. A team of researchers focused on the effect of whole-body learning in instruction, known as embodied learning.
The research included 149 children, aged 5 to 6, who had just started school. They were divided into three groups: one that stood up and used their whole bodies to shape letter sounds; a seated group that shaped letter sounds with their hands and arms; and a control group that received traditional, seated instruction during which they wrote letters by hand.
“Our research showed that children who used their whole bodies to shape the sounds of letters became twice as proficient (熟练的) at letter sounds that are more difficult to learn as those who received traditional instruction，” says PhD student Linn Damsgaard of UCPH's Department of Nutrition, Exercise and Sports.
With regard to difficult letter sounds, she adds, “There are many difficult letter sounds in Danish. These sounds are particularly important because once children become proficient at them, they will be better readers.”
Associate professor Jacob Wienecke, who led the study, explains, “The primary goal is to learn more about which methods can be used to give beginner readers a good start. The idea is that if, through play and movement, we can learn where their strengths truly lie, we'll create a form of learning that combines reading with play, and that's truly positive.”
Previously, the researchers showed that the children felt more motivated by teaching methods which included physical movement. Jacob Wienecke hopes this will provide an opportunity to inspire teachers and school managers to prioritize movement across subjects.
The study also investigated whether a direct effect of embodied learning could be found on children's reading of individual words. This was not possible, which might be due to the fact that the children were at such an early stage of their literacy development that they could not yet use their knowledge of letter sounds to read words.

It looks at the neurological (神经系统的) changes which accompany these shifts. Ms Cahart and her colleagues recruited 36 autistic (自闭的) teenagers and split them into two groups. One lot had drum lessons twice a week for eight weeks. The others did not. At the beginning and end of the project everyone was asked to stay still for 45 minutes in a functional magnetic-resonance imaging (fmri) machine, to see how the activity of their brains had changed. Their behaviour, as reported by their guardians, was also recorded.
As expected, most of the drumming group showed positive behavioural changes. And these were indeed reflected in their brains. The fmri scans showed that several clusters of connectivity between parts of those brains had strengthened during the experiment. In particular, two regions involved in attention control, the right dorsolateral prefrontal cortex (背外侧前额叶皮层) and the right inferior frontal gyrus (额下回), formed strong links, respectively, with places associated with reflection and with areas involved in interpreting facial expressions. These changes in the brain's “wetware” thus nicely match the changes in behaviour which learning to drum causes.
Not a surprise, perhaps. But an encouraging confirmation of drumming's power to heal.

解析：选B　推理判断题。根据第三段中的“At the beginning and end of the project ... was also recorded.”可知，记录青少年的行为的目的是看它与大脑变化的关系。

D．It balances minds and behaviour.
解析：选C　细节理解题。根据第四段中的“As expected, most of the drumming group showed positive behavioural changes.”可知，打鼓塑造了更好的行为。

B．How to tackle people less focused.
C．A research on emotion and behaviour.
D．The links between drumming and brain.
解析：选A　主旨大意题。通读全文并结合第一段可知，本文主要介绍打鼓可以帮助孩子解决情绪和行为上的困难，有助于他们控制自己的反应，更好地集中注意力和沟通。所以A项“Drumming benefits health.(击鼓有益于健康)”符合文意。
第五讲　集释5大错因，提高阅读理解的正答率

得阅读者得高分：指的是阅读理解在英语试卷中的份量。近年来随着高考命题理念的转变，阅读理解题越来越重视对考生思维品质的考查。一些反规律、反套路化的命题，往往让一些考生落入惯性思维的陷阱。为提高阅读理解的正答率，本讲从命题人常采用的设误手段、考生常犯的答题错误等方面给予揭示、指正。“知错”方能“改错”。明白了题目从何处来，才能知道解题往何处去。

易错点1　混淆事实与观点，答非所问
混淆事实与观点是阅读理解常见的干扰项的特征。干扰项的内容和原文的表述是一致的，或者干扰项的表述是客观事实，因此迷惑性很强，考生很容易错选。 破解这类题的办法是从题干出发，忠于原文，根据题干关键词锁定原文中的信息句，然后和选项进行认真比对。
[例1]　(2023·新高考Ⅱ卷·阅读C篇节选)

Continued developments in communication technologies were once believed to make the printed page outdated. From a 21st-century point of view, the printed book is certainly ancient, but it remains as interactive as any battery-powered e-reader. To serve its function, a book must be activated by a user：the cover opened, the pages parted, the contents reviewed, perhaps notes written down or words underlined. And in contrast to our increasingly networked lives where the information we consume is monitored and tracked, a printed book still offers the chance of a wholly private, “off-line” activity.
31．What does the author want to say by mentioning the e-reader?

A．The printed book is not totally out of date.
B．Technology has changed the way we read.
C．Our lives in the 21st century are networked.
D．People now rarely have the patience to read.
错因： 本题易误选C项。文章中提及in contrast to our increasingly networked lives，这是事实而不是作者的观点。
分析：根据本段尾句可知，在我们日益网络化的生活中，我们所消费的信息被监控和跟踪，与之相反，印刷书仍然提供了一个完全私人的、“离线”活动的机会。该句强调了印刷书的价值。据此可知，作者提及电子书旨在说明印刷书并未完全过时。故选A。
易错点2 被干扰项中的“偷换概念、曲解文意”带节奏
偷换概念一般指在阅读理解题的选项中，干扰项的表达与原文信息句吻合程度较高，仅有部分词汇原文中没有体现或者和原文不一致，这容易给考生造成一种错觉，从而误选。这种干扰项常常偷换了动作的发出者、动作的承受者、动作本身或积极、消极语义等。曲解文意也是干扰项设置中的常见方法，有些选项来自文章中的某一句或某几句话，看似表达文章的意思，其实是对原句意思的曲解。

针对此类选项，考生在解题时要根据题干中的关键词回原文定位，认真分析原文相关语句，字斟句酌，准确理解原文表达的意思，避免误选。

[例2]　(2022·全国甲卷·阅读D篇节选)
Andrew Reynolds, a cheerful fellow in his early 30s, pilots Sydney ferryboats for a living.I spent the whole morning shuttling back and forth across the harbor. After our third run Andrew shut down the engine, and we went our separate ways — he for a lunch break, I to explore the city.
“I'll miss these old boats，” he said as we parted.
“How do you mean？” I asked.
“Oh, they're replacing them with catamarans. Catamarans are faster, but they're not so elegant, and they're not fun to pilot. But that's progress, I guess.”
33．What can we learn about Andrew Reynolds?

A．He goes to work by boat.
B．He looks forward to a new life.
C．He pilots catamarans well.
D．He is attached to the old ferries.
错因：本题易误选C。文中虽然提到Andrew Reynolds通过开“渡船”来谋生，但这并不能说明他开“双体船”开得好。选项C属于偷换概念。
分析：根据节选部分第二段中的“I'll miss these old boats”以及最后一段中的“Oh, they're replacing them with catamarans. Catamarans are faster, but they're not so elegant, and they're not fun to pilot.”可以推断，Andrew Reynolds很喜欢这些旧渡船。故选D。
易错点3　被干扰项中的“以偏概全、扩缩范围”蒙慧眼
以偏概全、扩大或缩小概括范围的干扰项常出现在需要归纳概括的主旨大意类题目中。对该类题目可以通过以下方法避免干扰：(1)要站在文章主旨意图的高度审视每个段落，分析每个段落是从哪一角度服务主旨意图的；(2)用“逆向推理”法，反推文章的写作方向，看与原文是否相符，不一致的则排除。　　

[例3]　(2021·新高考Ⅰ卷·阅读C篇)

When the explorers first set foot upon the continent of North America, the skies and lands were alive with an astonishing variety of wildlife. Native Americans had taken care of these precious natural resources wisely. Unfortunately, it took the explorers and the settlers who followed only a few decades to decimate a large part of these resources. Millions of waterfowl (水禽) were killed at the hands of market hunters and a handful of overly ambitious sportsmen. Millions of acres of wetlands were dried to feed and house the ever-increasing populations, greatly reducing waterfowl habitat (栖息地)．

In 1934, with the passage of the Migratory Bird Hunting Stamp Act (Act), an increasingly concerned nation took firm action to stop the destruction of migratory (迁徙的) waterfowl and the wetlands so vital to their survival. Under this Act, all waterfowl hunters 16 years of age and over must annually purchase and carry a Federal Duck Stamp. The very first Federal Duck Stamp was designed by J．N. “Ding” Darling, a political cartoonist from Des Moines, Iowa, who at that time was appointed by President Franklin Roosevelt as Director of the Bureau of Biological Survey. Hunters willingly pay the stamp price to ensure the survival of our natural resources.
About 98 cents of every duck stamp dollar goes directly into the Migratory Bird Conservation Fund to purchase wetlands and wildlife habitat for inclusion into the National Wildlife Refuge System — a fact that ensures this land will be protected and available for all generations to come. Since 1934, better than half a billion dollars has gone into that Fund to purchase more than 5 million acres of habitat. Little wonder the Federal Duck Stamp Program has been called one of the most successful conservation programs ever initiated.

错因：本题易错选 D。部分考生根据第一段中“When the explorers first set foot upon the continent of North America”“Millions of waterfowl (水禽) were killed at the hands of market hunters and a handful of overly ambitious sportsmen.”等信息而误选。虽然原文第一段中提到了hunting，但它只是文章的一个小细节，不足以概括文章的主要大意。
分析：本篇说明文一共分三段：第一段介绍水禽丧失赖以生存的湿地的历史背景；第二段介绍了解决问题的措施：发行联邦鸭票；第三段说明这一措施的影响。纵观全文，本文是在介绍联邦鸭票的故事。故选A。
易错点4　忽视语境逻辑，过度推断
有时作者仅简单、客观地叙述事实，并未作出评论，而部分选项却扩大作者的叙述范围，进行过度推断。

[例4]　(2021·天津3月高考·阅读D篇节选)
Things are connected. Let your expertise in one field fuel your passions in all related areas. Some of your interests may not appear to be connected but, once you explore their depths, you discover that they are. My editor Toni, who is also a writer, has edited several history books. She has decided to study Chinese history. Fascinated by the structural beauty of the Forbidden City as a painter, she is equally interested to learn more about Chinese philosophy. “I don't know where it will lead, but I'm excited I'm on this pursuit.”
54．What does the author intend to show with the example of Toni?

A．Passion alone does not ensure a person's success.
B．In-depth exploration makes discoveries possible.
C．Everyone has a chance to succeed in their pursuit.
D．Seemingly unrelated interests are in a way connected.
错因：本题易误选C项。选项C说每个人都有成功的机会，而原文中只提到Toni 正在追求自己的兴趣，并未评价是否成功，更不能推断出所有人都有希望成功，C项属于过度推断。
分析：根据本段中“Some of your interests ... that they are”可知，作者引用Toni的例子旨在说明看似没有关系的兴趣实际上存在联系。故选D。
易错点5　主观臆断取代作者观点
在推断作者观点态度的试题中，考生由于思维定式，或受到文中某些非关键信息的干扰很容易凭主观臆断做出错误的选择。做该类题目时，如果文中没有直接表明作者观点态度的词句，考生要根据作者在文中的措辞，尤其是表达情感色彩的词，以及作者所举的事例，读懂弦外之音，来正确推断其观点态度。

[例5]　(2023·全国乙卷·阅读D篇节选)

Ideally a history would bring together texts and objects, and some chapters of this book are able to do just that, but in many cases we simply can't. The clearest example of this between literate and non-literate history is perhaps the first conflict, at Botany Bay, between Captain Cook's voyage and the Australian Aboriginals.From the English side, we have scientific reports and the captain's record of that terrible day. From the Australian side, we have only a wooden shield (盾) dropped by a man in flight after his first experience of gunshot. If we want to reconstruct what was actually going on that day, the shield must be questioned and interpreted as deeply and strictly as the written reports.
33．What does the author indicate by mentioning Captain Cook in paragraph 2?

A．His report was scientific.
B．He represented the local people.
C．He ruled over Botany Bay.
D．His record was one-sided.
错因：本题易误选A项。部分考生仅根据“From the English side, we have scientific reports and the captain's record of that terrible day.”就主观臆断做出错误的判断。
分析：根据节选段首句以及最后一句可知，作者认为历史应该是文字和实物相结合的产物，但是很多情况下，我们做不到这一点。下文通过举例说明库克船长的记录是片面的。故选D。
第六讲　从立意高度审视题目，对接“价值引领”妙杀题目

高考将“立德树人、服务选才、引导教学”的核心功能融入命题选材中，围绕人与自我、人与社会和人与自然三大主题语境选材，命题关注社会、聚焦时代，渗透“五育”教育，培育全面发展的时代新人。我们在阅读文章、解答题目时，一定要准确把握命题人的选材意图和考查目的，从素养立意的高度上无限接近命题人，占领思维高地。那些体现文章核心观点的、积极的、正能量的选项往往是正确选项。

一、人与自我类
高考文章多从“个人生活”“健康的生活方式”“学校生活”“语言学习”“做人做事”等方面选材。文章内容通常是引导考生养成健康的生活方式、积极的生活态度，形成优秀品行、正确的人生观和价值观等。“人与自我”中的人物故事是高考新课标中的重要话题，高考命题人选材青睐于催人奋进的感人故事或是富有哲理的、令人深思的故事。因此，考生要多从积极的、正能量的方向去获取文章大意和写作意图。

[典例]　(2022·全国甲卷·阅读C篇)
As Ginni Bazlinton reached Antarctica, she found herself greeted by a group of little Gentoo penguins (企鹅) longing to say hello.These gentle, lovely gatekeepers welcomed her and kick-started what was to be a trip Ginni would never forget.
Ever since her childhood, Ginni, now 71, has had a deep love for travel.Throughout her career (职业) as a professional dancer, she toured in the UK, but always longed to explore further. When she retired from dancing and her sons eventually flew the nest, she decided it was time to take_the_plunge. 

After taking a degree at Chichester University in Related Arts, Ginni began to travel the world, eventually getting work teaching English in Japan and Chile.And it was in Chile she discovered she could get last-minute cheap deals on ships going to Antarctica from the islands off Tierra del Fuego, the southernmost tip of the South American mainland. “I just decided I wanted to go，” she says.“I had no idea about what I'd find there and I wasn't nervous. I just wanted to do it.And I wanted to do it alone as I always prefer it that way.”
In March 2008, Ginni boarded a ship with 48 passengers she'd never met before, to begin the journey towards Antarctica.“From seeing the wildlife to witnessing sunrises, the whole experience was amazing.Antarctica left an impression on me that no other place has，” Ginni says.“I remember the first time I saw a humpback whale; it just rose out of the water like some prehistoric creature and I thought it was smiling at us.You could still hear the operatic sounds it was making underwater.”
The realization that this is a precious land, to be respected by humans, was one of the biggest things that hit home to Ginni.
(一)命题立意——高度把握
本文是一篇记叙文，选材属于“人与自我”范畴。文章主要介绍了71岁的Ginni Bazlinton从小就对旅行有着深深的爱，渴望探险，在她不再跳舞，且孩子们都成家立业之后，她开始周游世界，并在2008年开始了前往南极洲的旅程。语篇中所描述的人物故事积极向上，充满正能量，在思想和行动上为考生树立了榜样。命题人选择此文的目的是引导考生在真实的生活体验中感受梦想的伟大，鼓励考生树立高远志向，认同只要有梦想就要努力去追寻，具有积极乐观、不断追求更好的自我的人生态度。因而，考生在做题的时候，一定要多从这个方面去考虑正确答案。

(二)思量价值——妙杀题目

分析：词义猜测题。根据第二段“Throughout her career (职业) as a professional dancer ... she decided it was time to take the plunge.”可知，在她的舞蹈演员职业生涯中，她曾在英国巡演，但一直渴望进一步探索。在她不再跳舞且她的儿子们最终成家立业后，她决定是时候冒险了。据此可以判断，take the plunge意为“尝试具有挑战性的事情”。故选A。

分析：主旨大意题。通读全文可知，文章主要讲述了Ginni Bazlinton去南极洲旅行的经历；再根据倒数第二段中Ginni Bazlinton 对南极洲之旅的评价： the whole experience was amazing.Antarctica left an impression on me that no other place has可知，去南极洲旅行让她非常难忘。故选B。
二、人与社会类
高考文章多从“社会交往”“人际关系”“体育活动”“志愿服务”“文化渊源”“科技发展”等方面选材。这些文章的内容通常是引导考生建立良好的人际关系与社会交往；热衷于公益事业与志愿服务；正确理解中外文化交流和差异，具有跨文化意识；能够以尊重文化多样性的方式调适交际策略；领悟世界文化的多样性和丰富性，具有人类命运共同体意识；分析、鉴别文化现象所反映的价值取向，自觉坚定文化自信；汲取优秀文化，具有正确的价值观、健康的审美情趣和道德情感；了解科技发展现状，培养热爱科学的意识。

[典例]　(2022·新高考Ⅰ卷·阅读C篇)
The elderly residents (居民) in care homes in London are being given hens to look after to stop them feeling lonely.
The project was dreamed up by a local charity (慈善组织) to reduce loneliness and improve elderly people's wellbeing. It is also being used to help patients suffering dementia, a serious illness of the mind. Staff in care homes have reported a reduction in the use of medicine where hens are in use.
Among those taking part in the project is 80-year-old Ruth Xavier. She said：“I used to keep hens when I was younger and had to prepare their breakfast each morning before I went to school.
“I like the project a lot. I am down there in my wheelchair in the morning letting the hens out and down there again at night to see they've gone to bed.
“It's good to have a different focus. People have been bringing their children in to see the hens and residents come and sit outside to watch them. I'm enjoying the creative activities, and it feels great to have done something useful.”
There are now 700 elderly people looking after hens in 20 care homes in the North East, and the charity has been given financial support to roll it out countrywide.
Wendy Wilson, extra care manager at 60 Penfold Street, one of the first to embark_on the project, said：“Residents really welcome the idea of the project and the creative sessions. We are looking forward to the benefits and fun the project can bring to people here.”
Lynn Lewis, director of Notting Hill Pathways, said：“We are happy to be taking part in the project. It will really help connect our residents through a shared interest and creative activities.”

31．What can we learn about the project from the last two paragraphs?

分析：推理判断题。本题意在考查学生简单推理的能力。倒数第二段中的“Residents really welcome the idea of the project and the creative sessions.”提到，居民们非常欢迎这个项目和创意会议的想法；最后一段中的“It will really help connect our residents through a shared interest and creative activities.”提到了该项目的好处，由此可推知，这个项目获得的反响很好。故选A。
三、人与自然类
高考文章多从“人与环境”“人与动植物”等方面选材。这些文章的内容通常是引导考生关注生态、保护环境，提高人与自然共处的意识。文章一般是说明文，先提出一种自然现象，接着分析形成这种现象的原因，最后提出解决方法。因而，考生在解答此类问题时，要多从自然环境保护、自然遗产保护、人与环境和谐相处、人与动植物和谐共存等方面去考虑正确答案。

　

[典例]　(2023·新高考Ⅰ卷·阅读B篇)
When John Todd was a child, he loved to explore the woods around his house, observing how nature solved problems. A dirty stream, for example, often became clear after flowing through plants and along rocks where tiny creatures lived.When he got older, John started to wonder if this process could be used to clean up the messes people were making.
After studying agriculture, medicine, and fisheries in college, John went back to observing nature and asking questions. Why can certain plants trap harmful bacteria (细菌)? Which kinds of fish can eat cancer-causing chemicals? With the right combination of animals and plants, he figured, maybe he could clean up waste the way nature did. He decided to build what he would later call an eco-machine.
The task John set for himself was to remove harmful substances from some sludge (污泥). First, he constructed a series of clear fiberglass tanks connected to each other. Then he went around to local ponds and streams and brought back some plants and animals. He placed them in the tanks and waited. Little by little, these different kinds of life got used to one another and formed their own ecosystem. After a few weeks, John added the sludge.
He was amazed at the results. The plants and animals in the eco-machine took the sludge as food and began to eat it! Within weeks, it had all been digested, and all that was left was pure water.
Over the years, John has taken on many big jobs. He developed a greenhouse-like facility that treated sewage (污水) from 1,600 homes in South Burlington. He also designed an eco-machine to clean canal water in Fuzhou, a city in southeast China.
“Ecological design” is the name John gives to what he does. “Life on Earth is kind of a box of spare parts for the inventor，” he says. “You put organisms in new relationships and observe what's happening. Then you let these new systems develop their own ways to self-repair.”
(一)命题立意——高度把握
本文是一篇记叙文，选材属于“人与自然”范畴。John Todd从小就喜欢观察大自然，并被自然的修复能力折服。大学时期经过专业的学习之后，John通过实验找到了合适的生态组合，发明出了“生态机器”，并解决了很多实际的污水净化问题。语篇向考生呈现了人与自然之间的共存关系。本文在选材上积极引导考生关注人类社会所面临的热点问题——环境问题，培养考生与自然和谐共生、保护自然环境的意识，使考生能够增强责任感、紧迫感和使命感。考生在解答题目时，需要从文章主题出发，站在人与自然和谐共生的角度，围绕文章立意辩证地思考问题。

The team collected dried, pressed plants across North America, Australia, and Europe.In total, they studied 1,238 samples from 42 different species dating back to 1941.Then, using a UV-sensitive camera, they photographed flower petals from each species to see how the pigment level changed over time.Next, they paired the photographs with historic local temperature and ozone level data from the time the plant was picked.
The researchers found that the changes in pigments differ by species, a result of the flower's structure.Flowers with open, exposed pollen (花粉) had more UV-absorbing pigments when ozone levels were low and radiation was high.But flowers with pollen surrounded by the petal responded to temperature, not ozone levels.
As climate change continues to intensify, these changes in flowers' color can affect plant-insect interactions.When the whole flowers get darker, insects might miss the flowers entirely.“This has a negative influence on plant reproduction.” Koski says.

“I do think the best humans are going to be able to outperform robots at these judgment-driven tasks，” said Eric Adamson, Tortuga's cofounder and chief executive.“But that's OK.It doesn't have to be better than every human; it just has to be better than enough people.”

It would be lovely to think the turtles are just enjoying some leisure time when things are quiet.But the researchers note that in most cases, the turtles got out of water when the water was too warm and the air was cooler.Given the warming planet, that's admittedly a bit depressing.However, not all of the nighttime baskers were escaping too-warm water.According to the study, turtles in India exhibited more basking on cooler nights, rather than warmer nights, and those in Africa spent more time basking at night in winter than in summer.The reasons for these differences are unclear.It may be that at some sites or seasons, turtles are escaping unfavourably warm water temperatures, while at others, they are taking advantage of the warm air to increase their body temperature and escape unfavourably cold water.

One scientist, Sam Myers of Harvard University of Massachusetts, US, said that findings like this are an example of the surprises climate change creates.“My concern is, there are many more surprises to come，” he said.
Myers noted that pollution, loss of some species, destruction of forests, and other human activities are likely to produce unexpected problems.He said that you cannot completely change all the natural systems that living organisms have grown to depend on over millions of years without having effects come back to affect our own health.

“I learned about building an app and what we can do with the sensors on smartwatches and phones，” he said.“Maybe BUDI could be designed as software on a smartwatch rather than building bracelets.” If kids anywhere could download BUDI in the app store, Shideler thought, they could have physical therapy on demand on their wrists.It would give them some autonomy, help tackle problems created by a shortage in physical therapists, and reduce the stress on their families.

Previously, the team led by Edward Chang at the University of California, San Francisco, developed an AI-based system that can identify up to 50 commonly used words based on the participant's brain waves.The participant was a paralyzed (瘫痪的) man who had been implanted with 16 electrodes (电极) under his skull.
According to their paper published in November, the team upgraded the system which can now translate thoughts into complete sentences on a computer screen.
Their tests showed that the device could decode silently spoken letters from a 1,152-word vocabulary at a speed of about 29 characters per minute.The accuracy was up to 94 percent.“It shows strong promise for restoring communication by tapping into the brain's natural speech machinery，” Chang said to the university's news website.
However, this method can still be problematic since users still need to undergo surgery.Scientists at the University of Texas, US, have tried to translate people's thoughts without even touching their heads, reported Live Science.
The new technique is called fMRI, or functional magnetic resonance imaging (功能性磁共振成像)．It's a safer way of “reading” brain activity.Active brain cells have more oxygen.By tracking these cells, scientists can translate brain activity.
The team asked participants to listen to 16 hours of radio shows while scanning their brains.Then they used a computer algorithm (算法) to create a story based on the fMRI recording.It matched the radio shows pretty well.
Also, the algorithm could basically explain the story of a silent movie that the participants watched.The team aims to develop this technology so that it can be used in brain-computer interfaces (脑机接口) designed for people who cannot speak or type.

They also see sustainability benefits to printing food, because ingredients can be locally sourced, plant-based meals can be created and the shelf life of the foods could be extended.
Printing food could also help people with swallowing and other digestive disorders，by providing new food options, rather than the bland foods they may be restricted to.

But according to Joseph Arpaia, an Oregon-based psychiatrist specializing in mindfulness and meditation, the daily time commitment is likely too much for many patients dealing with anxiety.
Arpaia says that he has worked to find less time-intensive mindfulness methods to help patients manage their anxiety.One technique he teaches is called a “one-breath reset” that helps patients calm themselves over the course of a single breath.
But despite his reservations, “It's always interesting to see meditation work, and it works as well as medication，” he said.“My hope would be that people realize that there are things other than medication that can work.”

Pileated woodpeckers have the nickname carpenter birds for their never-ending natural woodworking. They peck out holes in trees for their nests every year, creating lots of valuable homes for animals like fox squirrels and owls. “They make new nests every year. They won't reuse old ones，” Hu said. “Other animals depend on them.”
Pileated woodpeckers are private birds that are more often heard than seen. Studying them can be especially difficult. So Hu turned to citizen science for help. To identify where woodpeckers have been seen, she used eight years of sightings collected by birders and logged into the website eBird, a free online tool and app that anyone can use to record their observations and locations. She overlaid these sightings with remote sensing data and found that corridors along rivers and creeks with abundant mature trees and deadwood helped the birds adjust to their increasingly fragmented urban landscape.
“With fragmented forests, many habitats that were once suitable for wildlife are broken up，” Hu said. “Wildlife is unable to find habitat big enough to meet their survival needs. And even if there are suitable habitats, the distance between them can be too great. Wildlife corridors link up these habitat patches. Since wildlife can travel and migrate from one patch to another, the probability of finding food and shelter is higher.”
“There are so many species in urban areas that we don't pay attention to, especially when they're not considered vulnerable，” Hu said. “With development chipping away at more forest in this crowded county, the tipping point (临界点) could come quickly and unexpectedly. You can't fix it overnight. It's not just about planting more trees. The birds need mature forest, so it could take 30 to 50 years to replace their habitat. At least we can protect these riverside forest corridors and see that existing trees reach maturity.”

“When we receive those pangolins, they are all very weak, whether they have been with the poachers for a few days or up to two weeks，” Wright said. “They have got wounds and injuries, and it is very pitiful and very difficult to emotionally deal with that kind of suffering and abuse.”
The group is not just treating pangolins.They also help police to identify and catch poachers and traders, often in undercover operations.They also work on anti-trafficking measures.The latest program is to train dogs to sniff out pangolins being hidden and transported.
It is reported that 97 tons of pangolin scales were seized from smugglers who tried to take them out of Africa last year.This amounts to about 150,000 poached animals.However, it's only about 20 percent of the total number, because the rest escaped with the poachers.“If this trend continues, there is a very likely extinction event for all species of the pangolin，” Wright noted.

“We talked to the poachers, and it turned out poaching was just another means for them to earn a living，”explained Carlos Tamayo, the director of operations.“They had no choice.”
On average, sea turtles lay 100 eggs in a nest.The number of nests in the area ranges between 35 and 40 each season, which runs from October to February.Tamayo noted that the figures had doubled during 2020.“Last season alone, for example, we had 75 nests and we released close to 9,000 hatching，”he shared.
Once collected, the eggs are then transferred to CURMA’s hatchery (孵化场) to be reburied in protected areas.Another former poacher, Jessie Cabagbag, grew up eating turtle meat and eggs like many people there.“I stopped poaching when we underwent training and were taught that what we have been doing was illegal and that these species of turtles are endangered，”he explained.Now, he admits，“I am truly proud.I am happy that I get to contribute to the conservation of the turtles.”

When talking about copying Denmark's experience, Molly Walton, energy analyst at International Energy Agency, says scientists and engineers would firstly have to improve energy efficiency; and it requires an enormous amount of money that could considerably increase the price of the water.Moreover, to work, the wastewater plant needs to be big enough to produce enough biogas, and even the wastewater has to be the right-mix.If it's watered down by much storm or groundwater, it will be almost impossible to recover energy, Walton says.
With rising global temperatures, more energy will be needed to provide fresh water from other sources such as seawater.The city's action may not solve the problems, but it is a big step in the right direction.

And I often feel that I'm a slightly different person in each language I speak — more determined in English, more relaxed in French, and more emotional in Czech. Is it possible that, along with these differences, my moral guidelines also point in somewhat different directions depending on the language I'm using?

In a research led by Albert Costa, volunteers were presented with a moral dilemma known as the “train problem”： Imagine that a train is charging at five people standing on the track, unable to move. The only way to stop the train and spare the five people is push another stranger off a footbridge into its path. Costa and his colleagues found that posing the dilemma in a language that volunteers had learned as foreign tongue dramatically increased their willingness to push the sacrificial person off the footbridge, from fewer than 20% respondents using their native language to about 50% of those using the foreign one.
In another research conducted by Janet Greipel, volunteers read acts that many people find immoral, such as stories where someone cooked and ate his dog after it had been Keadby car. Those who read the stories in a foreign language perceived these actions less wrong than those who read them in their native tongue.
The difference in this judgment comes down to two separate and competing thinking patterns — one of these, a quick and direct feeling, and the other, careful deliberation about the greatest good for the largest number. When we use a foreign language, we unconsciously sink into the more deliberate mode simply because the effort of operating in our no-native language activates our cognitive system. This is similar to findings that reading math problems in a hard-to-read typeface (字体) makes people less likely to make careless mistakes.
